OLD BUSINESS: Steve Stapleton – Steve and Tom Day (local counsel) discussed the Tier 1 situation in which a
petition for arbitration was filed following the Special Meeting on 3/6. At the next meeting we are going to ask
for a motion to confirm, motion to ratify. You will be asked to confirm and ratify at a regular meeting what you did at
the special meeting. There will be 3 separate motions. When voting on a rule change it’s a larger group of appointed
officials, program representatives, board officers etc. Additionally, USA Hockey is approving some bylaw
revisions/governance restructuring. There is a CHC bylaws draft that will be distributed after USA Hockey approves
its restructuring. 

NEW BUSINESS:  Elections – Tom Regan is the nominating committee chair. Mike McCullough and Mitch Beck were also on the committee. Chuck Wilkerson is the only nomination received for president by the nominating committee. The nominating committee puts forward Chuck Wilkerson for president. There were no nominations for president from the floor. Ballots distributed and collected.  There were 28 votes in favor, 0 against, 2 abstentions for Chuck Wilkerson which represents a majority of the members of the board present and a majority of the participants in the programs in the CHC affiliate. On this basis, Chuck Wilkerson is elected to a 2 year term as president. Michael Federico is the only nomination received for treasurer by the nominating committee. The nominating committee puts forward Michael Federico for treasurer. There were no nominations for treasurer from the floor. Ballots distributed and collected. There were 27 votes in favor, 0 against, 3 abstentions for Michael Federico which represents a majority of the members of the board present and a majority of the participants in the programs in the CHC affiliate. On this basis Michael Federico is elected to a 2 year term as treasurer.
