NEW BUSINESS: Proposal by Mid Fairfield CT Stars for a waiver to the CHC Play-up, Stay-up rule. This waiver will be at Tier 2 girls and they can stay with U10 boys but may play up on U12 girls team. This waiver would be for the 2022 – 2023 season only. A motion was made to vote, seconded. Discussion ensued.  A call to vote was made and seconded. An amendment to the original proposal was made to include the waiver for all associations. Seconded. None opposed. The proposal for the waiver passed as amended.
