ASSOCIATIONS WITH TEAMS IN PLAYOFFS:

QUARTER FINAL, SEMI-FINAL AND FINAL PLAYOFF REMINDERS

Presidents please review the following information with the coaching staffs and spectators of your playoff teams.  Providing this information will minimize potential problems and make the day more enjoyable for all.  As usual thank you for your cooperation.
Quarter final mid week games go toward your weekly-allotted practice time. In essence it is 2 hours of "practice".

a) Check in time will be 1 hour before game time. As teams arrive at the playoff sites the Head Coach or Association Board Member should check in with the State Board member(s) to discuss/review the process and to insure everyone is on the same page. 

Exception for the Quarter Final 6 p.m. games: These teams can be checked in ½ hour before, however the games will begin on time at 6 p.m. with no additional warm up or practice time given. Any players arriving late will be checked as they arrive.  

b) Check in process will be managed by the State, no coaches will be allowed at check in. To accomplish this the following items must be presented; 1) picture book, 2) official roster, 3) MPR sheet, and 4) completed absentee forms for any players on the official roster who will not be participating in the game. Absentee forms should be placed in the sleeve over the child not participating and will remain in the book for the game they will not be participating in. The state board member checking in the team will sign and date the absentee form for each game the child does not participate in and leave the form in the sleeve. All of these items are necessary to complete the check in process.

c) During check in all cleats and mouth guards will be inspected for safety reasons. Any issues with mouth guards or cleats will need to be resolved before the player is allowed to participate. It would be helpful if these items were checked prior to coming to the game. Cleats should be checked for any exposed metal.

d) Once check in is complete and the teams return to the respective practice areas coaches should monitor the clock of the preceding game to insure that they are on the field and ready for kick off.

e) The MPR process is the same as a regular Sunday game. MPR’s are required for all levels of play. State members will be checking for MPR’s at the end of the 3rd quarter to insure any player that has not met their MPR’s enter the game at the beginning of the 4th quarter and stay in the game until the minimum number of plays is complete. At the conclusion of the game MPR sheets will be collected by the state representative present.

f) Host field is responsible for insuring there is an EMT and chain gang

g) Teams in quarter final games are responsible for paying for the referees. The NHYFSC will pay at Semi’s and Finals

h) Home/Away sidelines will be determined by the Highest Seed. High Seed will be the Home Team.
