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POLICY STATEMENT
The Chatfield Girls Lacrosse Club acknowledges the financial responsibility associated with each member’s participation in various club activities, and as such, strives to foster programs that enable all members with practical opportunities to defray these out-of-pocket, programmatic expenses. 

PURPOSE
This policy addresses earning, accumulation, use, disposition and forfeiture of funds associated with the Chatfield Girls Lacrosse KSNR fundraising program.  These guidelines are in compliance with Internal Revenue Service requirements.

SCOPE / PERSONNEL
This policy applies to the King Soopers Neighborhood Rewards (“KSNR”) Program and the individual King Soopers fund accounts of Chatfield Girls Lacrosse (“Club”) members.

PROGRAM SUMMARY
Kroger Corporation, the parent company of the local King Soopers retail grocer, generously offers a very easy and compelling method of raising funds to help club members defray programmatic costs associated with participating in the Chatfield Girls Lacrosse program.  Participating in the King Soopers Neighborhood Rewards (KSNR) Program provides funds that can be used to offset costs including player dues, banquet tickets, apparel, and the cost of participating in the fall and winter leagues and clinics.  The KSNR funds cannot be used to pay Jefferson County athletic participation fees.

Participants in the KSNR program purchase King Soopers gift cards through the Club’s online store.  The cost of each card is $5 (plus applicable service fee) and each card comes loaded with a $5 balance on it.  Once purchased, the cards are tied to the respective player’s individual fundraising account, which is managed by the Club finance committee.  There are no limits to the number of cards a given player or club member may purchase.  It is the card owner’s responsibility to replenish the card fund balance and to treat these cards as they would cash.  Upon card balance replenishment, these KSNR card accrue a 5% contribution payable to the Club monthly, on the owner’s behalf. These funds are credited to the player’s individual fundraising account for use according to this policy. 

QUALIFYING PURCHASE
Qualifying purchases include groceries, prescriptions and gasoline purchased at participating King Soopers locations.

NON-QUALIFYING PURCHASES
The purchase of 3rd party gift cards at King Soopers does not qualify for the KSNR Program, under the terms and conditions of the program.
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EXPIRATION
Cards with a $0 balance for 90 days expire from the program and, although they can be reloaded and used for purchases, are no longer eligible for the 5% rebate, and cannot be tracked to the player’s account.

POLICY
The Club will reasonably support each Club member’s participation in the KSNR program and accurately account for funds accumulated through participation.  The Club is not responsible for lost or stolen cards, and will comply with all elements required by the Kroger Corporation as conditions of participation.  A Club family may use accumulated funds for one or more family / player member of the club.  Club member qualifications are described in the Club bylaws.  The board of directors may extend participation to nonmembers (i.e., prospective or likely future members) at its discretion.  Procedures governing the use of accumulated funds, forfeiture, and beneficence apply to all participants. 


PROCEDURES

USE OF ACCUMULATED FUNDS
Funds can only be used to offset the qualifying costs of participation in the Chatfield Girls Lacrosse program. Funds can be applied to appropriate costs by completing a Payment Instruction Form available on the Chatfield Girls Lacrosse website under “Online Forms”.  Costs can only be offset to the extent that KSNR funds exist and in no case can a player’s account have a negative balance. 

FORFEITURE
When a member’s participation in the Chatfield Girls Lacrosse program terminates, all accumulated unspent funds in that member’s account are forfeited and such funds may be liquidated by the Club for general programmatic purpose as directed by the Club’s officers. In no circumstances, can unspent KSNR Program funds be liquidated or otherwise directly distributed to participants.

BENEFICENCE
It is acceptable for any individual to purchase and maintain a balance on a Club issued KSNR card in perpetuity, so long as the KSNR program remains viable.  This includes current or former club members who may be motivated to do so as a measure of social goodness or kindness.  Active members of the club may designate the proceeds of respective card activity for use by specific players.  Inactive members may designate the proceeds of respective card activity to the Club’s general fund utility (at the discretion of Club officers).

AUDIT
All financial records and transactions of the Club are subject to periodic audits by the Audit Committee of the Board of Directors.  Such audits must occur at least annually under the bylaws of the Club and the KSNR Program account balances are included in the scope of the audits and are subject to examination and verification.
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
