Guidelines for Morris Plains Basketball Mentor Program

1) Eligibility Requirements:  All mentors must be in grades 9 – 11 or be between 13 and 17 years old. They also must also be Morris Plains residents whose parents pay taxes to the Morris Plains Borough.  Exceptions will be made on an individual basis for mentors that aren’t in these grades at the Basketball Mentor program coordinator’s discretion.

2) No more than 2 Mentors at a time will be assigned to help coach either a team practice by the Basketball Mentor program coordinator on a weekly basis based on requests from a Head Coach ONLY.  If mentor assistance is also needed for home games in Morris Plains, coaches can Only assign the following duties below to the mentor:

· Keeping minutes played per player, player scoring, and team/individual fouls in the game book.

· Managing the score clock.

3) Mentors will NOT be assigned for a team’s away games or for practices or home games outside the Borough of Morris Plains (e.g. Vo-Tech, Hoop Heaven).

4) Mentors are expected to arrive to the assigned team’s practice or home game on time and are expected to follow the lead of the team’s coaches in order to receive community service hour credits for that period of time.

5) Coaches will be asked to provide feedback on the Mentor(s) for future placement purposes and to confirm that the Mentor(s) have met the requirements to receive community service hour credits.

6) Coaches are expected to treat Mentors just as they would another coach and at least 1 coach must be present at any practice or home game a Mentor is assigned to.

7) Once mentor(s) are assigned to help coach a team, every effort will be made to keep those mentor(s) with that team on a go-forward basis.  This will help maintain a good consistent working relationship between the coaches and the mentor(s).

8) The Kids Helping Kids program will provide the necessary mentor training and will be responsible for keeping track of the community service hours for each mentor.  

9) Mentors will indicate their availability via the http://khk.qlubb.com website.  Once mentors indicate that they are available, the Basketball Mentor program coordinator will assign them to either practices or home games for that week. 

10) The Basketball Mentor program coordinator will also be responsible for communicating to the coaches when mentors will be attending either their practices or games.
