 Travel Team Coaches Administrative Guidelines             rev. 3 2018    

The Club’s Coaches are the most visible part of the North Haven Soccer Club Program. It is important to the Club that interaction with players, parents and spectators of our teams and opposing teams is conducted in a respectful manner
Some of these guidelines are NHSC requirements and some are summarized from the SCD web site.

General Club Coach Guidelines which the Club expects to be observed
THE NHSC PROVIDES A PROGRAM FOR CHILDREN TO ENJOY PLAYING SOCCER AND AT THE SAME TIME LEARN THE BASIC SKILLS OF SOCCER WITH PARTICIPATION IN A LOW STRESS, FUN-FILLED ENVIRONMENT.

1.  Coaches - are responsible for all aspects of Coaching and Managing the team as outlined below. Some of these tasks may be delegated. Take time at the first practice to have a meeting with parents. Discuss expectations. Your expectations of Players and Parents, especially emphasize commitment, and what they should expect from you.
	
2. Confirming Games.     Call other Coach (or Email), always confirm time and place			3 or 4 days before the game. Do not just show up.
Confirm that you have Officials for the home games with the Ref Coordinator Dave Ogden   # 239-7619. Or review his ref schedule on -line
If there is a schedule dispute with the opposing team contact the commissioner.
Please pay attention to this aspect of managing a team. Finding out at the last minute that you or opponents can’t play as scheduled has implications and can have consequences like the club having to pay the Refs and upsets to Parent Planning. It is realized that sometimes it’s beyond your control. Please do your best. 

3 All Games	- Make sure Players know time and place – directions 					to away games
		- Arrive at field at least ½ hr before KO
- Have an Official Roster for Ref.  (provided before the start of the season)
- Have Player Passes and Coaches Passes for Ref (provided before the start of the season)
	Players on the roster, without a pass may sign in.
Players with a pass but not on the roster cannot play in league games.
		- Have First Aid Kit at the field. Provided by the Club.
- Have Player Medical Release Forms at the field (provided before the start of the season)
- Ensure all players conform to dress code acceptable to the Ref.  (proper uniform, shin pads, no jewelry)
- If there is an injury requiring medical attention at the game or after the game please contact the President or Director of Coaches. This must be filed with CJSA for insurance purposes

 
4. Home Games, Contact FIELD COORDINATOR  if you need to change your assigned game time
- Plan on setting up the Corner Flags for home games. If you are using Rock Rd as your home field you will need to bring corner flags to the field (supplied by the club) – Ridge and Memorial have flags in the sheds
- Have a game quality ball for the game
- In case of conflict with opposing team colors have pinney shirts available

5. Canceling Games because of bad weather   (Allow 2hrs or more) - Get Agreement with the other team. Do not forfeit a District Game. It must be rescheduled within two weeks or the Club is Fined - 
- Home team makes final call on canceling the game.
- For a Home Game, if you must cancel, remember  
Cancel the Officials with the Ref Coordinator. The club pays if the Officials go to the field.
					- Call Players!! 
- Need to Re-schedule - Other team, Field, and Officials.
- Both teams must notify the Commissioner with rescheduled info
6. Forfeiting Games --- Coach must come back and consult with the Club before forfeiting a game.

7. Game Reporting	The HOME TEAM is responsible for submitting the game reports on the SCD web site   Easiest way is via a link on the Club website.
All league games must be reported by following Monday, 12 Midnight. Failure to do so will result in forfeits and fines to the home team club 
Print out a game report form from the SCD website and have it at the game. Have it signed by the officials. Keep in case of score-related issues.
		Game Report Form can be down-loaded from SCD Web Site

8. Conduct at games	- All games are conducted under FIFA Rules.
Interface with Refs (if short of Assistant Refs, coaches should recruit volunteers). 
-  The Ref is in charge of the game. 
- Appealing is acceptable in moderation. Further interface should be in private at half time.  In the extreme, if the game is out of control, and you consider safety is at risk, stop the game in consultation with the other Coach. Think hard about your motivation before taking this action.
- Coaches conduct. - Be responsible and stay away from confrontation. It’s not World Cup
- Competition Team Coaches –While it is recognized that a Comp teams Primary Objective is to win, if you take a player to the game they should get to play some of the game. The Club discourages driving up the score and asks that you informally implement the 5 goal rule imposed on Recreation Coaches. (See District rules in their handouts)
- Recreation Coaches – SCD require you to observe the 5 goal rule. *Violation and you get to write a letter of explanation to the Commissioner. Second violation and that game is forfeited and club fined. Try to be more inventive than playing keep away which can be even more demoralizing to an opponent and will not restore balance to the game. District requires equitable playing time for players at Recreation games. All players must play at least 50% of the game

- Player conduct – Any Player behaving in an un-gentlemanly manner should be removed from the playing field and counseled. Don’t wait for a Red Card.

- Parent Conduct – Have a meeting with Parents at the start of the season and explain that North Haven are Hosts at Home games and Guests at away games and they should respect that situation and behave accordingly. The Coach is responsible for parent conduct.
