The role of the Equipment Manager is to manage all the equipment and expenditures pertaining equipment for the club. It is advisable that the person filling this role has the adequate management skills to fulfil this position.  Without a well-supervised equipment budget and collections process, a club could easily find itself in financial difficulty.  The Equipment Manager shall render reports and accountings as required, and shall have such other powers and duties as may be prescribed by the Board or the associations Bylaws.

Equipment Manager’s tasks include but limited to:
· Working with the Treasure and board in setting the annual budget for the club
· Planning for the club’s growth by ensuring equipment is ready for the upcoming season.
· Keeping a tight control on all expenditures ensuring that no equipment budgets are overrun   
· Creating an end of season inventory count for budget planning the following season.
· Ensuring the distribution and collection of equipment to the coaching staff each year.
· Including the distribution and collection of goals to and from the practice field.
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
