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Parent support during both games and practices is critically important to the success of the league.  Be supportive of the team by ensuring your child is prepared and attends each practice and game on-time.  Be a positive role model during games, whether you are a parent, manager, a coach, an assistant or spectator.  The following are a few tips to help your child have a more enjoyable baseball experience:
· Always be positive and enthusiastic to show your child positive reinforcement.
· Observe practices and games to learn proper techniques to practice with your child.
· Encourage your child toward skill improvement and good sportsmanship in every game.
· Teach your child to always play by the rules.
· Teach your child that hard work and an honest effort are often more important than a victory.
PLEASE KEEP IN MIND:
· Players and spectators are allowed ONLY TO ENCOURAGE players through cheering.
· Chants or comments that are negative or derogatory to ANY player are prohibited. Umpires have the authority to halt play and when necessary, eject players, managers, coaches or spectators who are distracting or derogatory and/or engage in any unsportsman-like conduct to anyone involved in the game.
· Let the managers and coaches do the coaching.
· Let an umpire be the umpire.
· Recognize that the umpire is the closest to the play and that each umpire will "call them as they see them". The umpire is often an individual who has assumed a difficult, but necessary, role.
· Parents, Managers, and Coaches are expected to set an example of good sportsmanship at all times by positively encouraging players and not vocally questioning or criticizing umpire calls or managerial decisions.  If you have concerns about anything regarding your team or the league, first talk to your manager.  If your concern is not resolved, then contact the league president or appropriate board members.

· Pick up your trash and your children’s trash after each game or practice. Our playing and practice fields are ours to maintain and keep clean. Please be responsible and help any time that you can.
· Smoking, alcoholic beverages, and drugs are prohibited by Little League Rules & Regulations.
