AGREEMENT
This agreement is entered into for the purpose of explaining Freedom Program team play and defining the terms and conditions of player, parent and manager/coach participation.  In consideration of the mutual promise of all players to play to the best of their ability, the parents to support the player positively, the manager and coaches to supervise all team activities responsibly and the Board of Directors of LGSL to sponsor the tournament team, all parties understand and agree as follows:

1) FREEDOM PROGRAM TEAM PROCEDURE & ELIGIBILITY – The Freedom Program is a separate team from the player’s regular LGSL House League team and comes under separate tournament rules and regulations as defined by the individual Tournaments and Summer League (Double Headers) for which the team will participate in the post-season play.  The Freedom Program is a post-season all-star team that will play in local area all-star tournaments and summer league double headers and the emphasis is on developing players at a higher level of play.  Players are selected based on eligibility (age), availability and playing skills.  A player must also have participated in at least 60% of the regular season games to be eligible.  The age criterion is defined as the player’s age on January 1 of the participating year.
2) TEAM SELECTION – Any player registered with LGSL during the Spring season will be eligible to participate in her age group try-outs or, if the player is playing up, the age group for which she plays.  Each age group will set up their own tryouts necessary for player selection.  The number of players will be determined by the Freedom Team Manager.  Each team must consist of at least 9 players and no more than 14 players.
3) CONDITIONS OF ACCEPTING NOMINATION TO THE LGSL TOURNAMENT FREEDOM TEAM – This agreement contains the conditions of participation, and applies to each player and her parent or parents.  Each must understand and agree to abide by these terms and conditions.  Failure to do so may result in disciplinary action taken against the violating party, and could result in suspension or dismissal from the team as directed by the LGSL Board of Directors.
a) PLAYER COMMITMENT – Your managers and coaches are honoring you as a regular season player for your commitment to excellence and as a member of the Freedom team.  Your selection as a Freedom Team player is not a right, but a privilege.  You are expected to play fair and strive to win, but win or lose you will always do your best.  You will be positive and motivational to your fellow players, respectful of the coaching staff, all parents, tournament officials, umpires and everyone you encounter.  You represent LGSL and our tradition and reputation of excellence in tournament play.  You are expected to uphold this tradition and reputation.
b) PLAYER PARTICIPATION – No guarantees are made to anyone as to a specific amount of playing time.  The manager and coaches of the team will make that determination.  You are expected to be a part of the team for the duration of the Freedom Season.  Your position on the field and in the batting order will be earned through hard work, ability, a positive mental attitude and specific needs in a given game situation as determined by the manager and coaches of the team.  You will participate in all team activities unless prior notice and permission is obtained from the Team Manager.
c) PRACTICES – will be held according to the schedule established by the coaching staff.  Freedom teams will be allowed to begin practices after May 1 on Sunday’s until the end of the LGSL House League Season.  Upon completion of the LGSL House League Season, multiple practices may be held on selected days.  Each player will commit to participate in all practices unless prior notice and permission is obtained from the Team Manager.   
d) UNEXCUSED ABSENCES –  No unexcused absences are allowed and you will be subject to removal from the team following an unexcused absence.  
e) DISMISSAL – The Board of Directors of LGSL reserves the rights to dismiss any player for a violation of the above referenced rules regarding attendance and participation.  The coaching staff and the Board of Directors will deal with circumstances beyond the control of the player such as illness, injury or family emergency in an appropriate manner.  Any player dismissed for any reason deemed justifiable by the Board of Directors will be replaced.  The Board also reserves the right to limit participation or dismiss any player, manager or parent for actions that the Board deems inappropriate or unbecoming a Freedom team player, parent, manager or coach.
f) PARENTAL COMMITMENT- Each parent is made a party of this commitment agreement along with the players, manager and coach as well as the Board of Directors for the purpose on enlisting the common support of everyone involved in Freedom Team play.  All parents agree to adopt the provisions of the Commitment Agreement for the support of the team members, coaching staff, all other parents, the Board of Directors of LGSL and anyone else involved in Tournament Play. 
g) FINANCIAL COMMITMENT – The Freedom Program is completely self-funded by parent contributions, fund raising & sponsor donations.  Each player and family member would be responsible for all travel expenses such as lodging, fuel and food for all activities of the Team.  Any Summer/Fall League games or Tournaments participated in by the Freedom Team will be paid for the participants.  Payment of the player fee is acceptance of a spot on the team.  If a player withdraws for any reason from the Freedom Program once funds are paid into the program, no refunds will be issued.  Any surplus funds remaining unspent at the conclusion of the season will be held in the Freedom account to be used for future scholarships. Any equipment purchased with team funds will revert to LGSL at the conclusion of the Freedom Program Year.  Surplus funds may include, but are not limited to, player registration fees, sponsor donations, and fundraising proceeds.  Surplus funds are not eligible for refund or credits to other LGSL expenses/charges.  These funds will revert to LGSL and be allocated to the Freedom Scholarship Fund.

PLAYER AGREEMENT
As a player I agree to all the requirements outlined on this form.  I fully understand and agree to be available to attend practice sessions as defined by the Freedom Team Manager and participate fully in the tournaments.  I also understand that all planned absences must be brought to attention of the team manager and must be approved in advance as an “excused” absence.  I understand no unexcused absences are allowed.  I also understand that I may be asked to play in different positions that I played during the regular season and I may not get as much “playing time” as during the regular season.  I also understand that collectively we will strive for the common goal of our best effort and performance as a team.
