Registration for Spring Lacrosse:
Spring Fees:
1) Boy’s and Girl’s registration will be open from November 15, 2014 through January 31, 2015.  All players must be registered and paid by January 31, 2015.
2) Boy’s spring fees are $250 if paid by January 15, 2015 and $275 between Jan 15 and January 31, 2015.  (You can use your King Sooper Rewards toward the fees right on the Titans site starting in December).
3) Girls’ fees are $250 and due by January 31, 2015 (You can use your King Sooper Rewards toward the fees right on the Titans site starting in December).
4) The additional uUniform fees will be in the $70-80 range for both boys and girls.
