U11 - Does not need to play man down in a card situation



Player receiving a penalty will serve it in penalty area behind scorers table



Ball out of bounds - play resumes 2m in from sideline


USL Points of Emphasis:



Dangerous use of stick



Repetitive Fouls



Offensive Fouls



Mouth Guards - Must be colored and full coverage - shredded, mishapen 

mouth guards are insufficient and girls will not be allowed to play

2012 CONNY Girls Officials Assignments-CONNY Ref Minimum Standard 

· 1 adult with 1 junior ref on Senior (U15) and Junior (U13) games 
· 2 junior refs or 1 adult ref on Lightening (U11) or Bantam (U9) games.
At least 1 Adult ref will be assigned to all games entered on the CONNY website for CONNY games. Towns do have the option to request 2 adults refs, which a number do for senior (U15) games. Fulfillment of 2 refs is subject to availability and not guaranteed.  

CONNY Senior (U15) games will us modified checking this season.

FROM USL RULE Book

Note: It is recommended that Middle School/Junior High players, regardless of age, play U-13 modified checking rules.

It is strongly recommended that 2 US Lacrosse rated umpires be assigned to all games. Two officials must be assigned to U-15 Full Checking (FC) games and one of those officials must have a Local rating.
A Junior Youth Umpire is under 18 years of age or in High School and is qualified to umpire Youth Level games. The Junior Youth Umpire should be at least two years older than the participants. For example, if the umpire is 16, the participants should be no older than 14 years of age.
Any check to the head is a mandatory Red card which disqualifies the player from the remainder of the game and the next regularly scheduled team game.  

Junior refs (HS girls) will be assigned by the each town's ref coordinator.  Junior Refs must be 2 years older than the girls for whom they are referee.  Only Junior Refs with a “Y” rating should be assigned to Senior (15) games.

Each program will pay a $65 flat fee per town PLUS $65 for each Junior and Senior 
team entered into CONNY play. So a program with 2 senior teams, 2 junior teams 
and 1 lightning team will pay $325 to the CONNY Assignor. 


There is no assignor fee for Lightening and Bantam teams since these will be 
reffed by Junior Refs and assigned by individual towns, not CONNY.
