Treasurers Report: $31,411.23 beginning balance – 450 insurance, + 200 refund from official who did not attend convention, etc. leaving an ending balance of $31,161.23
US LAX: NHYLA got recognized as a “Gold Stick Program” at the national convention. We are 1 of 15 in the country that meet standards set by Us lax. Steve discussed the importance of knowing the consequences of using “paid” coaches and the liability that brings (lose lots of insurance protection). Referee payments in NH are in the middle tier with Massachusetts and some mid-atlantic  states being the most. The cheapest officials rates are found out west.  CEP clinics are available throughout New England. Exeter will be hosting a CEP level 1 for both girls and boys on 3/22 at Exeter High School (plenty of room left). Level 2 clinics are being held in Chelmsford, Ma. on 3/8 and Foxboro, Ma. on 2/21. Parent PCA class is being offered on 3/7 at The Merrimack Valley School from 12-2 (free).
Boys Officials: Level 1 officials training in Wolfeboro is a go. (2) Sundays to be listed on NHYLA website. Pelham, Amherst, Bow, Portsmouth and Exeter will hold rules interpretation meetings. (1) representative form each organization must attend on boys and girls side.
Boys VP: “Learn to play clinics” will be offered on 3/14 in Providence R.I & 4/4. These will be offered through US Lax as new programs to help grow the sport. 
Girls VP: All coaches must be fully certified by 4/1. CEP clinics are being held in Exeter, Foxboro, Framingham & Groton. All are listed on the US Lacrosse website. 
Girls Officials: 25 people registered to become girls’ officials (12 adults). There are 73 officials in the state now so this will be a much needed infusion / increase in numbers.

NHOLA was asked to call games tighter from this point forward. NHYLA received the $10,000.00 sponsorship check from Dick’s Sporting Goods. The NHYLA Appreciation weekend is on 2/21 & 2/22. All items in the NH stores will be 20% off. It is all tracked and linked to our sponsorship. This will be the first year of two sportsmanship awards. Both will be named after two men who have passed and were a big part of NHYLA. Steve Arkel Sportsmanship award (girls) and Doug Maynard Sportsmanship award (boys). A pilot program through “League Hub” will be used to determine recipient. The program will allow the evaluation of officials and coaches throughout the season. A motion for NHYLA to pay $500 for League Hub was accepted. The recipient teams will get a plaque and be honored at the year end festival. Friday 4/10 is NHYLA night at the Monarchs. Kids will be free and adults $16.00. NHYLA gets a kick back of $2 per adult ticket sold. 
Team registration is due by 3/1. All teams and fields must be entered. Fields must have zip codes associated with them and be “open” to have home games scheduled. There will (8) weeks of games this year starting on Sunday April 12. Need $, Certificate of Insurance, all coaches certifications and background checks re-newed every (2) years. NHYLA tent discussed and approved to spend $960.00 to include logo and sides. Motion to spend the money was approved. Talks have been in the works to have the year end festival be linked to “play for a cure”. Money could be raised and media coverage will be a result. Steve talked to League Athletics and Sports Ngin while he was in Baltimore. Sports Ngin is better but he is only considering a change and it would be after this season.
