November 2015 Meeting Minutes
Meeting called to order:
Motion to accept October minutes accepted
Dave B from “Play for the cure” presented. He is the VP of the National Foundation for Cancer Research. NHYLA raised +/- $6,000.00 at the 2015 year end festival. We want to more than double that number this year!! The money raised goes to support cancer research to cure cancer. Keith Spero spoke about how there will be one web-site this year linked to NHYLA for all to access. Keith is the communications liaison. More information coming soon.
The present account balance is $41,512.90. 
US Lax: There is a US Women’s clinic on 12/9 in NH at the NH Sportsplex(details on the US Lacrosse site). The 3rd – 8th grade clinic is sold out. The afternoon clinic for older girls still has a few openings. There is a $60 fee to attend, $70 the week of and $80 at the door. The US Lax convention is 1/26 – 1/ 28 in Baltimore. Upcoming clinics to be held 3/20 at Exeter (level 1) and 3/19 at Bow (level2). US Lax NH Chapter is currently looking for a town to host “Hall of Fame”. Would need enough room for a trophy case or wall to be able to set up some display. See Jack Tabor or Steve Tieland for more information.
Boys VP: 11/22 in CT there is a level 1, 1/22 in Baltimore, 3/19 in Tewksbury, Ma. 3/20 in Exeter, NH. On 3/19 there will be a level 2 in Bow (PCA to be included at Exeter clinic). 
Girls VP: Level 1 clinics on 3/5 in Foxboro, 3/13 in Reading, 3/19 in Groton and on 3/19 in Bow there will be a level 2.
Boys Officials: There are (21) signed up for youth referee course in Londonderry, (8) in Wolfeboro. Still open on the NHYLA site for more participants. Londonderry will be the same Tuesday night format (5 Tuesdays 6-8:30) and Wolfeboro will be (2) Sundays 3/13 & 3/20 from 9-4 PM. Wayne encourages more adults to get certified. We are also looking for more northern kids to be certified. The level 2 clinic is 3/6 at LMS from 9-1PM (mandatory). Bill Ball will continue scheduling for adult officials. His information is found on-line at NHYLA site. 
Girls Officials: The training will be in February at NHTI in Concord (details tbd). You have to be a freshman in high school and 14 years old as a youth. 
President: Current board voted in by members present. Mike, Rod & Owen voted onto Competition Committee. The Teams Compete fee will be $8,000.00. NHYLA will pay half. The rest will come from an increase in registration fees. Registration is due March 1st. It will be $160 per team (it was $145.00 last year). Teams Compete will be a welcome addition. However, fees will be charged for things like registering late - after 3/1 a ($40 late fee will apply). Also, it will be $50 to add or delete a team. Steve will work with them to get a better understanding of fee schedules. Dick’s Sporting Goods renewed its sponsorship of NHYLA and the year-end festival. They have pledged $10,000.00. NHYLA will host (2) appreciation days at their stores. (1) will be in February and (1) in March. Jeff Toler is our contact. He will have free “community kits” for each organization soon.
