December 2019 Meeting Minutes
Meeting called to order
Introduction of all those present
Garon Lafontane from Dick’s Sporting Goods was in attendance. He announced that our partnership has been re-newed and discussed appreciation weekend dates. He will confirm but it’s looking like 2/16 & 2/17 would be the first one, 3/30 & 3/31 would be the second one and a third would be April 1 (TBD). New lacrosse equipment is getting delivered to stores now. He also stated that each store will have a lacrosse specialist to help with all things lacrosse. November minutes accepted
Treasurers Report: $47,777.17 beginning balance with a service fee of $2.00 leaving an ending balance of $47,775.17. Report accepted.
Girls VP / US Lacrosse: Clinics are being scheduled now throughout New England. There is one in Westford, Ma. and one in Portland, Me. Check US Lacrosse site for dates, times and locations. Criminal background check renewals are free now as part of the certification process. US Lacrosse will be requiring a safe sport completion in 2019 (more to come on this soon).
Boys VP: All towns were reminded to check on all coaches certification status. You can do this through US lacrosse. More clinics were discussed to include Sudbury, Ma and a few local clinics being added soon. Keep an eye on the NHYLA site and US Lacrosse for local clinics being added in our area. Both boys and girls certification clinics will be held at the convention in January.
Boys & Girls Officials: Registration is now open for youth officials training. As of this meeting, numbers are low. Please encourage a few prospects from each town to join in. 3/24 and 3/31 the on field training for youth officials will take place. Derry and Exeter will be hosting events. 1/31 new training starts in Londonderry for both boys and girls. Candidates must be at least 15 years old to take the course and be certified. Oversight was then discussed throughout the season. More information on becoming a youth official is located on the NHYLA site.
Rules voting:
1. Change to bye-laws merging boys and girls youth officials position creating one youth referee coordinator. Passed
2. Creation of festival commissioner to control all things related to the festival. Position is paid and was set at $2,000. This new position is a non-voting board position. Passed
3. Article 6 in By-laws saying officers shall not be compensated struck from by-laws. Passed
4. Article 4 outlines new set-up of board as newly presented. Passed

Rule Change Voting:
[bookmark: _GoBack]1. Aligning of penalties and targeting rules with US Lacrosse (boys). Locked in penalties vs being thrown out of a game and consequences as it relates to the incident happening in the first or second half were discussed. Passed
2. In girls games at end of half, end of game or OT a player would be allowed to take a free position if time expires (will be played out). Fail
3. In girls game, the ball will be awarded to the team with less players in a scrum instead of the current way where it is awarded alternate possession. Pass
4. Rule change withdrawn
No old business
New business: Motion was made to give $200 per official (trainers) for up to (5) officials on both boys and girls side to attend the convention.
Wayne Demers spoke regarding a new imitative regarding an adaptive program for challenged kids to play lacrosse. He is looking to see about developing this program through NHYLA statewide. He will do more research and it will be on the agenda next month. Please look into the viability in your area. The age range could be large and games would be co-ed. Modified equipment would be used.
