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Article I. Name, Status, and Purpose 
Section 1.1  Name. The name of this corporation is the Friends of Hanover Lacrosse, (“FOHL”).  
Section 1.2  Status. FOHL was incorporated in 2014 with the N.H. Secretary of State under the laws of the State of New Hampshire relating to voluntary corporations.  FOHL is a registered Charitable Organization with the New Hampshire Department of Justice’s Charitable Trust Unit. FOHL is not a registered 501(c)(3) corporation. 
Section 1.3  Purpose.  FOHL supports youth lacrosse for children from Hanover, Lyme, Norwich, and South Strafford and supports the high school boys and girls lacrosse programs at Hanover High School.
· Article II. Membership  
Section 2.1 Members. Any interested person shall be entitled to membership in the FOHL.
·  		Section 2.2 Voting. Every member who attends a meeting of the FOHL shall be entitled to one vote.
  	Section 2.3 Annual Meeting. FOHL shall hold a meeting of its members annually. This meeting shall be held at a convenient hour and place designated by the Board of Directors for the purpose of electing members of the Board of Directors, considering the annual financial reports, amending the by-laws and transacting such other business as may come before the meeting. 
Section 2.4 Other Meetings. Meetings may be called at any time by the President and must be called by the President on receipt of the written request of two members of the Board of Directors.
Article III. Board of Directors and Officers 
Section 3.1 Powers and Duties of Directors. The directors may have and shall exercise all of the powers of the FOHL, except such as are limited by the Articles of Agreement and any provision of these Bylaws. The directors shall report annually to the Hanover Recreation Department on FOHL’s activities.
	Section 3.2 Directors FOHL shall have the following directors who are elected by the membership.  The terms of directors shall be for so long as they fill their given roles.
President and Vice President. The President shall preside at all meetings of the Board and shall perform such other duties as may be assigned by the directors. In the absence of the President the duties of that office shall be performed by the Vice President. 
Treasurer. The Treasurer shall be responsible for advising the Board on fiscal matters and overseeing the finances of FOHL. The Treasurer shall prepare an annual budget and financial reports for the Board. The Treasurer shall also submit the annual report to the Charitable Trusts Unit of the NH Department of Justice.
Secretary. The Secretary will keep minutes of meetings of the directors and of the membership. The Secretary shall maintain FOHL’s important passwords, usernames, corporate governance materials, official state and federal documents, and records.  The Secretary shall keep FOHL’s corporate status updated.
Boys Program Director: the Boys Program Director will be responsible for serving as a liaison with the boys high school coach and will oversee the boys middle school and youth lacrosse programs.
Girls Program Director: the Girls Program Director will be responsible for serving as a liaison with the girls high school coach and will oversee the girls middle school and youth lacrosse programs.
Article V. Operations 
Section 5.1. Contracts. Unless specifically authorized in writing by the Board of Directors, no officer, agent, or member of FOHL shall have any power or authority to bind FOHL by any contract or engagement, or to pledge its credit or render it liable financially for any purpose or to any amount.
Section 5.2. Fiscal Year. The fiscal year for the corporate entity Friends of Hanover Lacrosse shall begin on the first day of January and terminate on the thirty-first day of December in each year.
Section 5.3. Identifying and Avoiding Conflicts of Interest.  FOHL shall not lend money to a Director, and no Director shall engage in transactions that are unfair or that would impair FOHL’s ability to perform its mission.  Any possible conflict of interest on the part of any member of the Board shall be disclosed in writing to the Board, noted in the minutes, and retained by the secretary.  When the conflict of interest involves a specific issue or transaction before the Board, the Director must make that known to the Board and this must be recorded in the minutes.   The President is responsible for ensuring that Directors with a conflict of interest neither advocate or vote on the matter.  Every new member of the Board will be advised of this policy.  The Board will comply with all requirements of New Hampshire laws dealing with pecuniary benefit transactions (RSA 7:19‐a and RSA 292:6‐a) and all such laws are incorporated into and made a part of this policy statement. 
Section 5.4. Indemnification. The Corporation shall indemnify and hold harmless any person who serves or has served as an officer or member of the Board of Directors from personal financial loss and expense including reasonable legal fees and costs, if any, arising out of any claim, demand, suit or judgment by reason of any vote, resolution, decision or other action taken by the officer or member of the Board of Directors, if said person acted within the scope of his/her official position and in good faith. 
Section 5.5.  Risk Management and Insurance FOHL obtains insurance protection through US Lacrosse.  The named insureds under the US Lacrosse Policy include all players and coaches currently registered with US Lacrosse.  Coverage is extended to a team or a league as an entity as well as to sponsors, directors, officers and volunteers for member teams and leagues that have 100% membership in US Lacrosse, and that has a written policy to that effect.  For those reasons, every player and coach must be currently registered as a member of US Lacrosse during the season; the President of FOHL must ensure that the Friends of Hanover Lacrosse remains a registered program in good standing with US  Lacrosse.  FOHL’s US Lacrosse number is 5238920.

Section 5.5. Dissolution. Upon the dissolution of the Corporation, the President shall file a Statement of Dissolution with the N.H. Secretary of State and all of the assets of the Corporation shall be distributed consistent with the purposes of FOHL.  The Charitable Trusts Unit of the N.H. Department of Justice shall be informed by letter of the details of the distribution in the manner required by that office.
Section 5.6. Alteration and Amendment of Bylaws. These Bylaws may be amended by a sixty percent majority vote of the Board of Directors present and voting at any annual or special meeting.
