	Time Keeper Instructions – Before the start of the game check with the officials to determine the length of the periods and check/record the following spaces as appropriate   ___ Stop Time or  ___ Running Time _____ Minutes per period.
Stop Time: Game clock starts and stops every time an official blow the whistle.
Running Time: Game clock starts with the opening face-off and doesn’t stop until time has expired. Game clock only stops for team timeouts and period breaks.

Penalty Time: Timekeeper keeps track of each players penalty time. Penalty time starts and stops with the game clock. Timer must count down the last 10 seconds of the penalty time and shout “RELEASE” when the penalty expires. All penalties are to be stop time.
End of Period: Timer must inform the nearest official, in a loud voice, when one minute and thirty seconds remain in a period and then count down the last ten seconds. Timer is responsible for informing the Scorer of all times related to game play (Goals, Penalties and Timeouts).
