CODE OF CONDUCT

The Peters Township Lacrosse Club (PTLC) requires that each player and each parent or guardian of a player (“Parent”) comply with and uphold this Code of Conduct. PTLC encourages good sportsmanship and fair play. PTLC will not tolerate any participant's use of abusive or vulgar language, unsportsmanlike conduct or disrespect towards other PTLC participants, our teams' coaches, players and fans, opposing teams' coaches, players and fans, or any referees or other official. It is imperative that all PTLC participants conduct themselves in a proper manner. 

This Code of Conduct shall apply to all activities and interactions with respect to PTLC, and representing Peters Township, including, but not limited to, practices, games, tournaments, meetings, team events, and all correspondence whether paper or electronic. In the event a participant's conduct violates this Code of Conduct, the PTLC Executive Board may take disciplinary action up to suspension from PTLC and its sponsored programs. This code of conduct does not supersede or otherwise modify any rules or requirements of Peters Township High School.

PT Lacrosse Club Parents 
· Be respectful of our teams' coaches, players and fans, of the opposing teams' coaches, players and fans, and of all officials. 
· Always demonstrate good sportsmanship. 
· Control your temper.
· Do not taunt. 
· Do not force an unwilling child to participate in the program. 
· Remember that children are involved in organized sports for their enjoyment, not yours. 
· Teach your child the importance of hard work and an honest effort. 
· Help your child work toward skill improvement and good sportsmanship. 
· Do not ridicule your child. 
· Set a good example.  
· Do not publicly argue or question referee judgment. 
· Do not use vulgar or foul language at any team event. 
· PTLC will not tolerate a parent’s or spectator’s use or abuse of, or violation of applicable laws or rules with respect to the use of, alcohol, drugs or tobacco at any event.  Violation of applicable laws or rules may be reported to the appropriate authorities.

PT Lacrosse Club Players
· Be respectful of your coaches, teammates and fans, of the opposing teams' coaches, players and fans, and of all officials. 
· Always demonstrate good sportsmanship. 
· Play because you want to, not just to please your parents or coach. 
· Play by the rules. 
· Never argue with or complain about a referee's call or decision. 
· Control your temper; Resist all temptation to retaliate when you feel you have been wronged; Do not taunt. 
· Concentrate on playing lacrosse and on affecting the outcome of the game with your best effort. 
· Work to achieve the goals of being as competitive as possible, developing teamwork, improving your skills and having high character and integrity. 
· Be on time for practices and games and commit to giving your best at all times. Attendance violations may result in loss of playing time, dependent on the severity and number of occurrences. 
· Do not use vulgar or foul language at any team event. 
· PTLC has a ZERO TOLERANCE Policy in regard to a player's use of controlled substances such as alcohol, drugs, mood-altering substances, and tobacco. Violations can be reported to the PTHS Athletic Department for disciplinary action. 

This Code of Conduct must be complied with by any PTLC member (parent or player) who wishes to participate in any PTLC event. PTLC membership or participation in any sponsored event indicates that the person has read and agrees to abide by this Code of Conduct and knows that the consequences of violating this Code of Conduct may include suspension from any or all PTLC sponsored events and activities.
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
