Parking at the Fields

We are required to obtained permits every year in order to play on CV School District property. As such, we must obey school parking requirements as well as be considerate to the neighbors around the Fields.

Canyon Fields:  There are two large parking lots at Canyon. Please use them.  Only the team Managers and Snack Bar Coordinators are allowed to park along the northwest road next to the Snack Bar.  A barricade will be in place indicating the point at which all other cars must park.

Marshall Fields:  We have no general parking for this site. All parking must be on the street except for the following:   Managers, Coaches that may have an umpire assignment (A & B Division Only) and Board Members. There are two handicap spaces on the street directly in front of the snack bar and a white zone in front as well that is just for drop off.  There is no drop off of players allowed in the parking lot. There is absolutely no parking allowed on the upper playground area.

Please be considerate to our neighbors by not parking too close to their driveways and on the corners.  Remember, we are just visiting…they live there.

Strobridge Fields: There is a parking lot at this field.  Please use it.  Absolutely no driving or parking is allowed on the playground area.

In the event that a players guardian parks or drives in a location that is not authorized and it is determined what team that guardian is a part of, the team manager will be given one warning.  After that warning, and on the second unauthorized parking/entry, that Team Manager and his or her coaches will lose their privileges to park in the designated areas for a period of 2 weeks.

Redwood High School:  Details for parking access will be provided at the General Meeting.


Equipment Requirements:  
Intermediate Division:  Baseball mitt or glove, batting helmet, protective cup, baseball shoes (metal or rubber spikes).

A, B, C & T Ball Divisions 
Baseball mitt or glove, batting helmet, protective cup, baseball or soccer shoes (rubber only).

CVI provides each division with baseballs, bats and catcher’s equipment.  Managers may request league-provided helmets.  However, we recommend that every player have their own batting helmet.  Youth Baseball approved helmets only.

CVI provides each player with a uniform jersey, hat and socks, all of which they may keep. Belts and pants should be purchased once you have determined your team color and the manager announces what color your team will be wearing. All players on the same team are required to 
wear the same color baseball pants.  

Player Placements:
T Ball: Each player may request to be placed on a specific team or with a specific player.  This request must be done on the application.  As long as space permits on a team, CVI will accommodate all requests. Returning players will be placed on same team in their division unless otherwise requested.  Teams with no returning managers or coaches will generally be disbanded and placed accordingly.

C Division: Each player may request to be placed on a specific team or with another specific player.  This must be done on the application.  As long as space permits on a team, CVI will accommodate all requests. Returning players will be placed on same team in their divisions unless otherwise requested.  Teams with no returning managers or coaches will generally be disbanded and placed accordingly.

B Division: Managers may “Freeze” (a player protected from the general draft) a designated number of players for their team.  Frozen players are not required to attend an Evaluation unless the manager is seeking special consideration for that player. Returning players to the same team in the division do not need to attend the evaluation unless that team is being disbanded because of a lack of a returning manager.  All other players must attend the evaluation. Players not attending the evaluation will have their names placed in hat and selected as space permits on each team’s roster. 

A Division: Managers may “Freeze” (a player protected from the general draft) a designated number of  players for their team.  Frozen players are not required to attend an Evaluation unless the manager is seeking special consideration for that player. Returning players to the same team in the division do not need to attend the evaluation unless that team is being disbanded because of a lack of a returning manager.  All other players must attend the evaluation. Players not attending the evaluation will have their names placed in hat and selected as space permits on each team’s roster. 

Intermediate Division: An Intermediate team roster will consist of up to thirteen (13) players.    Managers may “Freeze” a designated number of  players for their team.  One week prior to the draft, a pre-draft meeting will be held.  At that time, all managers must submit the names of their frozen players to the Division Coordinator.  Any time after the draft, a team with less than 13 players or if a team loses a player due to a season-ending injury, player(s) will be added if available from the waiting list.

A Message from the President,

Thank you for your interest in joining Castro Valley Independent Sports League.  We are a community-based organization, founded in Castro Valley and serving youth and families in our area for nearly 40 years. Many CVISL families are second (and even third) generation supporters – and we are truly thankful for the many volunteers and countless hours that are tirelessly committed to organizing/operating what has become one of the largest independent youth sport programs in the Bay Area.  As an Independent Sports League/Program, we have no affiliation with any nationally organized sports league(s)/program(s), and as such we enjoy great flexibility when it comes to deciding “locally” what is best for our players, families and community.   CVISL leverages our ability to craft youth sport programs that can grow right along with the needs of our community – participation is not dependent on city/town jurisdiction, so we invite youth from all of our local communities to join CVI; we strive to provide a healthy balance between spirited competition and youth sport recreation.  

CVISL was originally founded to support a Spring Baseball program – and while we have grown in response to our community to provide even more exciting youth sport opportunities, our Spring Baseball program is still our backbone – with games running from March through early June.  This year we are partnering with the Oakland Athletics to better build our community relations with our neighboring professional baseball team. We are looking to help build our program through combined clinics, and other outreach programs designed to benefit our league. Here’s how we’re set up:

T-Ball & C-Division:
CVISL T-ball (5-6 year olds) and “coach pitch” (C-Division) Divisions (7-8 year olds) focus on entry-level baseball skills and fundamentals – we do not keep score, nor are there regular season standings; as a result, the environment is geared more towards player development than wins and losses - players of all ability levels can feel comfortable learning the game and acquiring new skills along with their peers at a reasonable pace. At the end of the Spring Baseball Season, T-ball players that are scheduled to advance to the “coach pitch” Division (C-Division) are invited to play in a year/season-end “graduation game” – it’s an exciting time for youth T-ballers to play on a dirt infield and initiate their move to a “live ball” Division.  Similarly, C-Division players are eligible to participate in the end-of-season “Allstar Game” – in which select players are voted/elected by teammates and coaches to represent their team.

A & B Division:
As players progress through our Junior Divisions, the level of competitive play and development of theory and fundamentals increase.  Starting in “B-Division” (9-10 year olds), players pitch (with limits and guidelines restricting pitch counts to protect young arms, as well as rules that keep game scores in check due to the inherent learning curve that comes with 1st-level youth pitching), scores and standings are kept, and the Regular Spring Season concludes with all teams entering a single-elimination playoff bracket.  Players take on yet another level of development and game excitement as they move into “A-Division” (11-12 year olds), where the home run fence is pushed to 205ft, the base-paths are extended to 70ft, leads, steals and balks are introduced, and again the Regular Spring Season concludes with all teams entering a playoff bracket (often double-elimination, depending on team count).  In addition to playoffs, A and B Division players are eligible to participate in the end-of-season “Allstar Game” – in which select players are voted/elected by teammates and coaches to represent their team.  

Intermediate Division:
The jump to a 90ft “major league” diamond can be daunting for young ball players – but CVI’s “Intermediate Division” (13-15 year olds) model has proven to make the transition as smooth as possible.  Younger (13 year old) players are given the opportunity to develop their skills on a team with other young players, as well as older teammates that have 2 years experience on a full-sized diamond.  As with the Junior Division, the Regular Spring Season concludes with all teams entering a playoff bracket (double elimination) and the end-of-season “Allstar Game”. 








In addition to Spring Baseball, CVI offers  “Summer Baseball Clinics” and our “CVI Legends” Tournament baseball programs during the summer months.  CVI “Summerball Clinics” is geared towards development and training players for their next level of baseball and is offered for ages 6-13.
The CVI “Legends” Tournament baseball program is a competitive tournament program – all CVI players (ages 8-18) are welcome and encouraged to try out for the Legends Tournament team; age-specific teams are formed in early spring and participate in competitive baseball tournaments throughout the Bay Area (and in the Central Valley) during the summer months of June, July and August .

We are a “baseball first” youth sports league, but in 2007 CVISL introduced the first-ever Independent Flag Football League to Castro Valley.  Our Flag Football program is predominantly “recreation” focused; however, scores and standings are kept (similar to our Spring Baseball age-division structure), and all teams advance to a single-elimination playoff bracket that concludes with a Championship Game in each Division.  The Flag Football Season runs from September through November.

As a testament to the community support that has promoted the long-term success of CVI, we have seen many of our players go on to enjoy careers in High School, College and even Professional sports.
As a community and family-based youth sports program, CVI continues to live by our League moto of “Family, Fun and Baseball (or Football), in that order”.
