12U Baseball Tournament 

GENERAL RULES 
The Alan S Bator Memorial Tournament is sponsored and administered by Southington Northern Little League. This is a 12-year old All-Star tournament and teams which participated in Little League District tournaments are encouraged to attend. All decisions will be made by the Alan S Bator Memorial Tournament Committee and will be final. Any questions should be directed to one of the Tournament Directors.

TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR 
A Tournament Director will be present at all games and will be responsible for making all decisions. The Tournament Director will be a member of Southington North Little League

REGISTRATION AND ROSTER 
All teams must provide a roster to the Tournament Director prior to the start of the Tournament. A team may also bring their Little League District Tournament affidavit as well and provide copies of birth certificates for any new or replacement players. Each team can have a maximum of 14 players and a minimum of 9 players, a manager and two coaches. 

PRE-GAME INFIELD 
Each team will be provided 10 minutes for infield. The visiting team will take the field first followed by the home team. The Tournament Director has the discretion to shorten or eliminate this time if necessary. 

SCORES 
All teams must verify the score of their game to the Tournament Director immediately following each game.  Official score will be kept by the Tournament Director and Scorekeeper for each game.

PITCHING RECORDS 
The Tournament Director is responsible for the official pitching record. The pitch count will be recorded on the scoreboard and shall be considered official after the start of the next half inning. Each manager must verify their team’s pitches after each game with the Tournament Director and sign the pitch log to record the count.  Official Pitch Counts will be kept on the website at www.southingtonnorth.org.  Little League pitching rules regarding days of rest must be honored or team and manager will be subject to elimination.

RAIN 
In the event of inclement weather, the Tournament Committee will make every effort to make up all games. However, games may need to be cancelled in order to remain on schedule for the single elimination tournament. The decision to play or not play will be the sole discretion of the Tournament Committee. Pool play games shortened due to rain, curfew, or other reason will be considered complete games if there is a team leading after the losing team has batted 4 times. All playoff games will be played in their entirety. 

BEHAVIOR 
Managers, coaches and players will demonstrate their respect to opposing players, coaches, umpires and tournament officials. Any participant ejected from any game will forfeit their eligibility to participate in the next scheduled game. In the event they are not present at the next game they will forfeit their eligibility to participate in the next game they planned on attending. If the offense is of a serious nature as determined by the umpires and tournament officials, the participant may be removed from the remainder of the tournament. 

FORMAT 
There will be two segments to the tournament, a round robin segment for determining playoff seeding and a single elimination playoff segment. The round robin segment may be shortened due to inclement weather. In the event all teams in the pool do not have an equal number of games played, the order of finish will be determined by the best winning percentage. 

TIE BREAKER RULE 
1. We will follow Little League Tournament Tie Breaker rules as specified in the Little League rule book tournament section.. 

UMPIRES 
The tournament committee will make every effort to have a minimum of two umpires for each game. Circumstances beyond the Tournament Committee’s control may result in only one umpire being available for a game. 

BASEBALLS 
Baseballs will be provided by the Tournament Committee. Little League approved RST baseballs will be used throughout the tournament. 

BATS 
Only bats on Little League’s approved lists for composite and non-composite/non-wood bats, or determined to have an all metal barrel by the Tournament Committee will be allowed to be used during the tournament. 
Note: All-wood bats are legal to use provided they meet the specifications of Rule 1.10 
If an illegal bat enters the game, the manager of that team will be ejected from the game and suspended for the team’s following scheduled game. All decisions will be made by the Tournament Committee, and are final. 

AWARDS 
The tournament champion and runner up will receive individual trophies. 

PLAYING RULES 
The 2017 Little League Baseball Division Tournament Rules will apply in their entirety with one exception: Teams can elect to utilize a continuous batting order (CBO) during the pool play portion of the tournament. If teams elect to utilize continuous batting order it must be declared at the coin toss and the team must stay with CBO for the duration of the game. Also, if using CBO, players shall be required to play six (6) consecutive defensive outs. CBO cannot be utilized during the playoff portion of the tournament. 

Home team will be decided by a coin flip before each game. Home team will occupy the first base dugout. The visiting team will occupy the third base dugout. 

The 10-run "mercy rule" is in effect for the entire tournament provided the losing team has had a minimum of 4 at bats. 

Each team must have 9 players available to start the game. If they do not have the minimum number of players, the umpire will call "play ball". If the team in unable to field 9 players with a 15-minute grace period, the game will be referred to the Tournament Committee for possible forfeiture.
