Boston Youth Lacrosse “Code of Conduct”
BYLA is implementing a ZERO-Tolerance policy for “unsportsmanlike-conduct.”  This applies to ALL coaches, players, parents, and spectators.

In order to participate in the 2016 season, all BYLA lacrosse families must sign a pledge agreeing to adhere to the “Code of Conduct” which shall apply to all BYLA events including practices, games, jamborees, tournaments, and banquets.

“Code of Conduct”

1. Our family will demonstrate respect towards all players, coaches, opponents, officials, and other spectators
2. Our family will demonstrate and encourage good sportsmanship on-and-off-the-field

3. Our family will support a drug, alcohol, and tobacco free environment at all youth lacrosse events

4. Our family will NOT use obscene language (profanity)

5. Our family will NOT engage in verbally abusive language towards players, officials, coaches, and other spectators
6. Our family will NOT initiate or engage in violent, aggressive, threatening, or physical behavior with others, even if provoked, at any BYLA event.

Violations to the BYLA “Code of Conduct” will be brought to the attention of the Board of Directors.  The B.O.D. may administer disciplinary sanctions which can include loss of playing time, expulsion, suspension, and/or the non-refundable removal from the program.

*BYLA understands that some of the athletes will be taking part in multiple sports/activities during the spring season. We are asking that lacrosse be a priority during conflicts.
“Commitment Pledge”

"I pledge to honor my space on the roster by making Boston Youth Lacrosse my primary spring sport; by attending all practices and games; by giving written or verbal explanation to my coach in advance for any practice or game I may have to miss; by acknowledging that my playing time in games is contingent upon my participation at practice; that 'participation in practice' means more than showing up: it means being on time, remaining focused and respectful, and demonstrating leadership qualities at all times; and by helping to promote Boston Youth Lacrosse on-and-off the field."
NOTE: Those who regularly miss practices and games will forfeit playing time to others who've honored their commitment to the program. In extreme cases of absenteeism, athletes may be asked to permanently forfeit their place on the team with no refund.
