Methuen Youth Wrestling Scholarship 

Purpose of the Scholarship Fund

The Purpose of the Methuen Youth Wrestling Scholarship Fund is to aid eligible former youth wrestlers from the Methuen Youth Wrestling program graduating from high school in his or her pursuit of a secondary academic degree or a secondary vocational / trade certification of his or her choosing.

Eligibility Requirements

To be eligible for the Methuen Youth Wrestling Scholarship Fund (MYWSF), a student must have participated in Methuen Youth Wrestling (MYW) for at least two years, have maintained a grade point average of at least 2.5 based on a four point scale, be of good standing at the time of graduation from high school and be enrolled in an accredited post high school academic or trade school and completed a MYWSF application. 

Distribution of Funds
The distribution of funds from the Methuen Youth Wrestling Scholarship Fund (MYWSF) for the purposes of scholarships and educational aid will be supervised and directed by the Scholarship Committee (the Committee). The Committee will be composed of the executive board members of Methuen Youth Wrestling (MYW), which includes the President, Vice President, The Secretary and the Treasurer. The committee will also include a maximum of three members of the Board of Directors (BOD) chosen by a majority vote of the BOD. The members of the Committee shall serve only one year and be chosen by a majority vote each year. The procedure for selecting such scholarships will be as follows;

1. No preference will be given to the families of MYW coaches or members of the board of directors.

2. All students seeking award of the scholarship must meet the eligibility requirements

3. The committee will meet at least once per year, more often if deemed necessary

4. The amount of the grant will be set by a majority vote of the BOD. If the committee deems more than one student is qualified, the committee may divide the grant equally among the applicants or ask the full BOD for one time disbursement of additional funds to award as grants.

5. The grant awarded is intended to be used as payment for tuition, books, tools, transportation or similar items used to aid in the student's education.

6. (Selection Process) The scholarship will be awarded annually based upon a decision made by the committee. 

      6a. (For achievement and need) Applicants will be judged on scholastic achievement, financial need

            community involvement, and other such factors as the selection committee may deem

            appropriate.  

      7. The committee will be under no obligation to distribute funds if no suitable candidates are found.
