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The Bee

Recreation League – The losing team coach sends a write up for their team to the winning team coach.  The winning team coach completes the write up with their team information and submits to The Bee as outlined below.  Hint: take a picture of the scorebook after each game.

Travel League – The Newtown Coach or parent volunteer completes the entire write up and submits to The Bee as outlined below.  Please specify Newtown A, B or C unless a team name is used.

· Deadline: Monday morning each week - before noon if possible.
· Word count: 50-120 or so words for each game recap. Some can be a little longer if the games justify the space.
· Format: Grade, followed by name of winning team and score, followed by name of losing team and score: Game summary - please include first and last names in first reference and last names only thereafter (repeat full names if siblings). If only a first name is known we can't put in paper.
· No attachments: Please paste game summary into body of email.
· Photos: Action photos - Submit game action photos if Newtown players are identified. Please send as jpg attachments. Limit to 1-2 photos. If multiple teams are submitting photos space will limit what we can publish. 
· Tourney Photos: We will print team photos for champs and runner-up’s in tourneys - one team photo per team regardless of number of tourneys. But will run recaps for all tourneys should a team participate in/ win multiple events. Please be sure to ID players and coaches photographed - left to right/ front and back.
