Summary of new CEP requirements for coaches which will be effective for the 2011-12 season (please note that the current requirement are still in effect this coming year and that stickers handed out this year will expire in 2012).
A. Components
1. Coaching Level Clinics (Level 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 classroom and Level 3 Tracks 1 and 2 online recertification)

2. Age-specific online modules

B. Requirements
Requirements are defined by years of coaching experience as well as the age group you are coaching as follows:

1. Coaching Level Clinics:

1st year coach – must take level 1 classroom

2nd year coaching – must take level 2 classroom

3rd year coaching – must take level 3 classroom.

You may only take one classroom level clinic a year.

Then it gets more complicated.  The initial Level 3 classroom clinic will be valid for TWO YEARS only, not three as in our current system.  Once that expires, you must take the Level 3 Track 1 online recertification.  That will be good for TWO YEARS only.  Once that expires, you must take the Level 3 Track 2 online recertification.  That will be good for TWO YEARS only.  Once that expires, you must take the Level 4 clinic. No exceptions.

Grandfathering in the new coaching education program only allows you to enter the program at your current level, it does not exempt you from any of the requirements going forward.

For EXAMPLE, how it might work for you if you are an experienced Level 3 coach:

If you are a Level 3 coach who recertifies online at Level 3 Track 2 next year, you will need to take the Level 4 clinic three years from now.  

2. Age-Specific Online Modules

In addition to the Level clinics above, you must also take these online modules according to the age group you are coaching.  For example, if you are coaching a mite team and a peewee team next year, you must go online and complete the mite module and the peewee module.  There are no requirements for recertification at this time.
Here is an EXAMPLE of requirements for a coach who enters the program at the pre-mite level with his or her child and coaches up with that child (please note that this is only an example for someone who enters at exactly that level and moves up with his or her child each year; individual circumstances may and probably will differ):

The requirement for taking the Level 4 clinics will come earlier in the process for existing coaches in Massachusetts who are currently certified at Level 3 for mites.

**Please also note that a change is required for local associations in terms of titles within your association.  The former CEP/Coaching Director should now be titled “Hockey Director”.
