Donta Johnson has over 25 years playing experience. He had the honor and privilege of playing basketball professionally with the Connecticut Pride (CBA/IBL) and Springfield Slamm (EBA) for several years.
While at Springfield College, Donta was a two year captain and two-time All-American. He earned Conference Player of the Year honors, selected to the All-Conference team three times and received New England Basketball Unsung Hero Award. Donta led Springfield College in assist and steals all four years and scored more than 1300 points in his career. In October 2013, Donta Johnson was inducted into the Athletic Hall of Fame at Springfield College.
