Tball, T6 and T7 FAQs
Registration:
T6 and T7 Registration is open until – 3/13
T-ball Registration is open until – 3/20
Season Start Date and Days of Play:
Tball Plays on Sundays starting April 8th
T6 plays a game on Saturday and one game during the week, usually on a Monday, Wednesday, or Friday.  Season Starts on April 7th and ends first week in June.
T7 plays a game on Saturday and one game during the week, usually on a Tuesday or Thursday.  Season Starts on April 7th and ends first week in June.
Equipment:
A glove is required for all players. It is recommended that you purchase your own helmet. We also will have a couple bats available if you do not own one. Please put your child’s name on all his/her personal items to eliminate any mix ups.  Optional (suggested) equipment includes baseball pants and cleats

Fields:
Tball Plays at Central Field and/or Scout Field
T6 plays at Central field and/or Reillywood
T7 plays at Central field, Reillywood and/or Christ the King

Differences between Tball/T6/T7:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tball – Introduction to the sport of baseball.  Start to understand the basic fundamentals of the sport, hitting, fielding throwing and catching.  Everyone on the team hits each inning and everyone plays in the field.  A Tee is used for hitting for much of the season and coach pitch can be introduced towards the end of the season.  The overall goal of Tball is for the kids to have FUN playing baseball.  
T6 is a coach pitch league, no T’s will be used.  Outs are recorded but the entire team’s line up bats each inning.  No strike outs, after 10 pitches without a hit the player is walked.  Score is not officially kept and emphasis is on continuing to learn the fundamentals of the game and having fun.
T7 is a coach pitch league, no T’s will be used.  T7 begins play of 3 runs scored or 3 outs per inning.  The entire team’s line up does not bat each inning.  No strike outs, after 10 pitches without a hit the player is walked.  Score is not officially kept and emphasis is on continuing to learn the fundamentals of the game and having fun.
