Golf – 14 registrants, not enough coaches for more than 20.  Only 5 coaches this year, but they are quality vs. quantity
Football – Mike not here, Claude reported.   Hog camp was on Saturday.  20-30 in attendance.  80 in registration currently, may look into additional coaches due to Generals teams coming over, may check into the 8th grade coaches from previously.
Ryan Segovia filed for USA Football grant and was awarded $500 for equipment.  Plan to use on equipment bags for $52 each.
USA Football certification needs to be done by each coach, 3 ½ hours, not just recertification like previously. 
Claude’s been approached by director to take over Alameda football – incorporate them into BC’s district.  They currently have about 2 teams per age group.  Not sure what would need to happen as far as JMFA by-laws to make that happen
Flag football –  George not here, Claude reported.  George had a meeting.  Englewood might be running it rather than Arvada
Soccer –   Fall registration is open.  Rec is after Labor Day, comp is in August
Lacrosse –  The Outlaws 4th of July game is selling tickets.  Season done, fall getting ready to go.  Sean discussed our program stuck at 5-7 teams, having difficulty getting coaches and competition from Lakewood coming next year (we have about 20% of Lakewood players).  Bandits (no under 3D Lacrosse) so he is thinking about taking our program over to the Bandits.  They don’t want to compete with us and would want to partner with us. 
Claude’s concerned that if something happened to the Bandits and they disband, where would those teams go if our program wasn’t available any longer?  We are at a disadvantage being the smaller program so partnering with them might help out with coaching issue.  Bandits want the players in our region and fields.   We think we might want to have a rep from Bandits to come in to discuss with the Executive Board.  
Softball –.  Halfway done through the season

Cheerleading – no one in attendance,  haven’t  talked to high school cheer coach yet (Claude to discuss), South Jeff opened cheer as well, but for $300+.  Registrations low, everyone encouraged to 
Wrestling – Claude talked to Chris and Pablo who are running the youth program for the high school.  May need equipment funds from capital reserve, 
New Business: 
Basketball :  David Hutchcraft interested in the Basketball Director position in interim to complete Jerry’s current term until May 2017.  He played all through school and on scholarship at UNC.  He had a work change and has the opportunity to give more time now, has been wanted to be more involved.  He sees room for growth in our program.   He feels the move to AYL was a good move compared to previous year.  Haven’t utilized Gold Crown to our capacity, he wants to work on that.  He’s run large budgets in other organizations and feels like he could get that under control.  He feels like he has connections with DPS.  
Claude mentioned that having a board needs to be a priority for getting the Director the support  necessary to build the program.  
Jack needs space in the shed for clubs.  
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
