V. Age Grade Rule Change:
· According to the school system, Students must be five years old by October 1 of that year to enter kindergarten and six by October 1 of that year to enter first grade. If we follow that logic...6U is 1st Grade(if we had it), 7U is 2nd Grade, 8U 3rd, 9U 4th, 10U 5th, 11U 6th, 12U 7th, 13/14U 8th.
If that is how this flows, then 11U, 12U and 13/14U play on 100 yard fields

- The way to think about the naming. We would not want to call it U8 or U9 for example, because that would indicate that it is under that age. Each age group is inclusive of the age, so that is why we are using 8U, 10U, etc. Meaning, 8 and under for 8U. That gives us some wiggle room with the kids playing up a grade. 
- Remember though. Whether this rule change passes or not, the goal is always to try to place the child in the proper group for their age and to discourage playing up, unless no other options are available.
