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Walton Junior Lacrosse Association (“WJLA”) is dedicated instilling the highest level of sportsmanship and professional behavior in its players.  WJLA requires its players and their parent/guardians and other family members to model such sportsmanship and behavior at all times.  WJLA is also dedicated to the Positive Coaching Alliance principles of behavior, including without limitation the PCA’s ROOTS philosophy of demonstrating respect for Rules, Opponents, Officials, Team and Self at all times.   

WJLA policy forbids any player, parent/guardian or player family member from verbally or physically abusing any lacrosse player, team, coach, fan or official involved in lacrosse at any level at any time.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, heckling officials, repeatedly yelling instruction at players during games, criticism of opposing players during games, engaging in heated discussion with other fans or verbal or physical abuse of opposing players, officials or fans after games are all forbidden.

Unsportsmanlike conduct  (includes fighting, profane language, excessive physical play) is a violation of this policy.

The first violation of this policy will result in either a warning, or the player’s suspension from practice and game play entirely at the sole and uncontestable discretion of the Executive Committee of the WJLA Board of Directors (the “EC”).  A second violation of this policy shall result in the player being expelled from WJLA at the sole and uncontestable discretion of the EC.  In the event of suspension or expulsion, no refund of registration fees shall be made.    

This policy may be changed by the EC at any time.
