Program Details:
BYS Call-up Program
 
 
 
If an upper level team has 9 or fewer players available for a game, they may call up to 2 lower level players to play with them in that game based on the following:
 
1. Lower level player must be a 2nd year player in their respective league and on the list of call-ups.(players must be 2nd year league age as well until after April 14) 
2.      Player called up must play at least 1 inning in the field and bat at least once.
3.      Playing up with a team must not interfere with the players regular team schedule.
4.      Player must come from lower level team assigned to their team, unless no one is available to play from those teams. Then the coach may actively seek another player from the list. 
5.      It is up to the coach in need to call players on the list until they find available players.
 
 
 
List of eligible players to move up:
 
1. Must be 2nd year player in their league
2. Coaches from each team will designate which players from their team may be eligible for call up based on their skill level, and Director of Players will have final say on eligibility.
3. Parents will agree to sign their child up by “deadline”
4. By placing the player on the list, the parent or guardian is agreeing that they are willing to allow their child to play up and will provide transportation on occasion if called.
5. Player is not required to play when called, but can say yes or no as available.
6. Call up list will be available online for coaches.
