Age Level Director

Duties and responsibilities are:

1.  Setting up all the tournaments that your teams will play in for the regular season.  Burnsville is a given and you will automatically be put in that every year, but you will need to go out to the MBT.bz website and locate 3 other tournaments for all of your teams at your age level and get them signed up.  That usually starts around the beginning of January.  Coaches will take over changing all the contact info once all coaches are named.

1. Setting up and running the tryouts for your age level.  The board will give guidance for all new age level directors but it is ultimately the age level director’s show.  You will need to arrange for parent helpers to get through the tryouts.  At the hitting tryout, you will want someone you can trust doing the short toss…they need to be able to throw the boys strikes from about 10-12 feet away behind an L-Screen.  Someone who is all over the board pitching will hurt the credibility of that portion of the evaluation and makes this portion take longer than it should.  For hitting, you will want 5-7 helpers to make it run smoothly.  You can use the short toss person in another role once the short toss portion of the evaluation is over if you want to.  For Fielding, you will be responsible to set up the field, do trial runs of the speed your ground balls are hit and where the fly balls will end up.  This is all done with a pitching machine.   You will want about 5-7 guys for this as well.  Keep in mind that you will want two parents (of the 5-7) that can catch balls (with ease..shouldn’t be difficult for them) for the kids…one at 1st base and one at home.  All the equipment you will need, will be at the dome for you.
1. You will be the person in charge of that age group and should have a good understanding of the kids/parents in the group.  You will be the person that parents should come to if they have issues that they cannot resolve with the coaches.  You will do your best to resolve any issues first, but if it can’t be resolved at your level, you will go to the Majors/Minors Director. 
1. Liaison between the board and your age group:  Most information that parents as a whole need to know about will go thru a mass e-mail from our site and the board directs those e-mails.  If it is age specific, the Majors/Minors Director will flow the information thru you to get the word to who needs to hear it.  Again, not much of this happens but it will a couple times a year.
1. You should to regularly attend practices and games for every team in the age group throughout the year.  This is tough to do as we are all busy, but it lets the coaches know that you care, and are ensuring the practices are structured and not a waste of time.  You are the guy in charge of the coaches at your age level.  The Majors/Minors Director will do a lot of communicating with them as well and will be at some of their practices and games as well but we have a lot of teams.  This will be how you learn some of your kids/coaches and what their abilities are.
1. You will be the person that the coaches send their innings tracker to.  You might have heard about this at the meeting, but all kids are required to play within 5% of each other.  If one kid has played 80% of the innings and he is the top kid of innings played, the lowest kid has to have had 75% of the innings in the field.  This is throughout the season though so it can fluctuate month to month.  Not difficult to do.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The Age Level Director will also be a Site Baseball Director for the Burnsville Tournament and possibly a State Tournament that we host.  This is an in depth and busy job.  You will be tired before the weekend is over, but it is really a rewarding job too.  You can read about it in Pre-Tryout information packet that you received at the meeting.  This is the only job you/your family has for the entire tournament…..there is no other shift work.  Many spouses do feel obligated to still put in a shift, but it is not necessary.   It isn’t a bad job….just a lot of coordinating.
1. Try to keep track of your team’s records for league games and tournaments. The Majors/Minors Directors will be asking you/coaches throughout the year how the season is going and asking coaches to report back.  

This may seem like a lot, but it is truly not as time consuming and tough as it may sound.  The board does a lot of this stuff with you and will provide you guidance.
