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For the 2012 Spring Season the Junior League will be eliminated due to inadequate registration numbers needed to support the league.  Any reference in the Babe Ruth Special Rules Softball will be void for the 2012 season. In addition the following rules will be replaced as noted for the 2012 season:
Section III, C. The Intermediate League will be comprised of 10, 11, and 12 year old players.  
Section III, D. The Rookie League will be comprised of 7, 8, and 9 year old players.
Section X, B. Batting, #3 Requested change: A manager or coach of the offensive team will be the pitcher.  He/she will pitch underhand from the pitcher’s rubber at a distance of 35’ and will not act as a fielder. A manager or coach will pitch to all seven (7) year old players. At the discretion of the managers at each game, eight (8) year and nine (9) year old players on the defensive team shall be allowed to pitch three (3) consecutive pitches per batter to eight (8) year and nine (9) old players on the offensive team. If the offensive player has not put the ball in play within the first three (3) pitches by a qualifying defensive player, the manager or coach of the offensive team will pitch to the batter. Managers of each team must discuss prior to the start of each game players who will be allowed to pitch and consider any potential safety concerns.
