Approx $320 to Twisters for 3 Cheersport Competitions include 2-day National competition (Due Sept 2018)
Approx $175 to Twisters for Choreography and Music (Due Oct 2018)
Approx $135 to Twisters All stars for Nov – Feb practice fees (Due Nov 2018)
*Added dues will come up during the season to get good luck gifts for the girls before the competitions from the parents. They love these!
All Tuition must be paid on time or Athlete will not be able to participate. 
TRY OUT INFORMATION
Tryout clinic will be held on Wed, May 9 and Thurs, May 10 and tryouts will be held Saturday, May 12 at Twister Allstars. The 2 day clinic will teach them a short dance and help them prepare.  
Important items to keep in mind for tryouts:
· There is a $25.00 tryout fee.  This will be credit to your SSCA balance upon team placement.  The girls will receive a cheer tank top to tryout in. 
· The age range is from 6-12 years old. 
· We encourage perfected basic skills like Cartwheels, round offs, back walkovers and jumps.
· Emotionally strong kids that can practice hard for 2 hours in a row. 
· This is a team sport so we promote positive attitudes and the ability to work well with others. 

PRACTICE INFORMATION
Summer Tumble Block – 1 day a week for 2 hours June and July.
Practice – 2 days a week for 2 hours starting in August. (These are absolutely mandatory all season!!) 
The weekend before and possibly two weekends before each of the competitions we may have additional practices added. These are all MANDATORY! 
We encourage all the girls to be at all the practices, however, we know summer vacations will be taken and that is totally fine. When the girls are in town over the summer they are expected to be at the tumble blocks. During practice season all practices and clinics are MANDATORY.  
COMPETITIONS
We will compete in at least 3 competitions. They are all local and all mandatory. The tentative dates are below.  Twister Allstars will determine what level we will compete at once the team is selected. We do not know how many squads we will compete against or the times until the week of the competition. 
Dec-1st OR 8th Cheersport Grand
Jan-19st OR 26th Cheersport 
Feb-16th and 17th  or Feb-23rd and 24th (2 day comp) Cheersport Nationals
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
What will my child be doing at practice?
They will be learning a 2 ½ minute routine that they will perform all season. This routine will consist of jumps, dance, stunting, and tumbling. Our coaches will train and teach your child every step of the way to ensure safety and technique. 
What does sideline cheer look like for a Competition Team Cheerleader?
Our comp team cheerleaders will be their own sideline squad and will not have any additional side line practices until possibly October to prepare for Pep Rally and Cheerbowl. We may do 2 in the beginning just to work on a half time routine. Other than that it will be the assigned practices and Saturday games. We will have fun cheering sideline.
Will my daughter still do cheer bowl?
No, they will likely do an exhibition performance at pep-rally and at cheer bowl so they can showcase parts of their routine!
