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The AHA is operated by many volunteers.  The Board of Directors provides oversight of the volunteer efforts.  There are 15 Board Member seats, and each year, five members are elected for a three-year term.  Vacancies that occur during the year due to the resignation of a Board Member will be filled from a list of alternates. 
 
The Board meets at least monthly during the season.  Most Board members hold either an Officer position and/or an additional volunteer position (Coffee Table Coordinator, Team Rep, Coach, etc.).  The Board is charged with the direction and overall operations of the Association. Board Members also serve on standing and ad-hoc committees to address specific operational items.
