Carl Sandburg Lacrosse Turf Field Setup and Takedown Instructions
Setup:

1. Remove any soccer nets from goal posts

2. Install yellow Fort Hunt pads on goal posts. (In green shed. Do not drag or handle by the Velcro straps – they are getting old and fragile)
3. Place large traffic cones on each field corner (4) end of each blue restraining line (4) on either side of substitution box between team areas (2). (These are in the Knaack Box on the Player’s Side of the field.  The combination to the Knaack Box is “1492” and the lock is spring-loaded.  You will need to input the combination and then push it in to open it.  When the lock is disengaged you then need to slide the lever on the Knaack Box from “Closed” to “Open”)

4. Set up scorers table, two chairs, and if weather indicates protective canopy (table, chairs, and canopy are in Knaack Box)

5. Set up scoreboard control box on scorers table and run extension cords to the scoreboard. Plug is on the back of the board (use stepladder in Knaack Box). Push power lever to ON position. 
6. Unlock benches from fence and move team benches to team area. 
7. Move game goals to creases from under bleachers behind team area. They are very heavy – 3 to 4 adults required! Key to the game goals is in the Knaack box (blue tag on the key). 
8. Place large trash can with new liner in each team area. (Trash cans and liners are in Green shed)

*Your key to the green shed and practice field goals will unlock team benches.

CLOSE LOCKS AT ALL TIMES!  KIDS TEND TO THROW OPEN LOCKS IN THE WEEDS!

Example of Field Setup before Games:
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Field Takedown:
1. Ensure team areas are cleaned up and all trash, especially water bottles, are place in trash cans.

2. Scorer’s Table/Chairs/Equipment/Tent/Scoreboard need to be placed in the Knaack Box.  Combination to Knaack Box is “1492”.  Lock in spring loaded and needs to be pressed in to “unlock” and “lock.”

3. Game Goals removed from field and locked up to the chain under bleachers on the “Player’s Side” of the field.  There is a chain under the bleachers on one of the supports where they should be locked up at.
4. All cones need to be removed from the field and placed in Knaack Box.
5. Benches for players should be stacked together and locked to the fence on the Player’s Side.  There is a chain on the fence behind the Home Team area.
6. Yellow Football Goal pads need to removed and stored in the Green Storage Shed under the “Parent’s Side” of the field

7. Trash removed from trash cans and trash bags placed in dumpster at Carl Sandburg near entrance to gymnasium.  Trash cans and liners should be placed back in Green Storage Shed.
8. Ensure any additional goals used for warm-ups are put in green shed.

9. Knaack Box and Green Storage Shed need to be locked up prior to leaving.
10.  There should be NO lacrosse equipment on the field, or anywhere else for that matter, when you leave.
11.  Lights must be turned off.  To do this you need to go to the light control box and push the button.
