Unfortunately, the league has rules abo8ut the number of coaches in the dugout during the game, so with that I have listed coaches and assistant coaches on the team roster.  During the games, I would like only three coaches and myself to be in the dugout and on the field during the game.  There should never be any parents or other siblings in the dugout during the game.  Due to insurance issues all coaches must be certified to be on the field, if any coaches are not certified, please let me know as soon as possible.

4. Post Game “Snacks”  

I will prepare a rotation snack list.  At no time will snacks be allowed in the dugout during the game.

5. Playing Time:

I will try to split playing time as equal as possible.  At times players may not play positions they want to, but my first priority is safety.  I will never play a player in a position he/she is not capable of playing.

6. “Give them a break”

Parents please remember our players are only 9 and 10 years old.  We all want our kids to perform well, at times they will and at times they will not.  Also, please remember the coaching staff is not paid for coaching they are mothers and fathers too!

7. “Rainy Days”
