I. Equipment Manager report, (Tim not present – Represented by George Cardozo)
a. There are old, dangerous metal sleds that need to be chopped up, and the metal will be brought to scrap yard with profits going to SVMFL.
J. New Business – By Law Amendments – Jeff Buonanni 
1. Flag Changes
a. Flag– 5 time outs per half changed to 3
b. Flag Scoring – kept to 1 for Run, 2 for Pass 3 for kick to promote kicking in flag.  Kept 1, 1, 2 in Tackle
c. Two coaches on field for Flag for more control.
d. For Safety reasons and the amount of 5 year old players - 3rd graders will no longer be eligible for flag.  3rd and 4th graders to be on Tackle C.  Anyone with a serious issue with their 3rd grader in Tackle, can write a request to the league.

2. Voting Rights 
a.  From January – November you would need to make 10 of 16 meetings to have voting rights.  
b. May set up mandatory time frame for voting meetings to attendees who wish to participate. 
3. Drafting - Instead of going 1-8 on draft, will be 1-8,. 8-1, 1-8 (Serpentine) for all divisions.
4. Missing Games/Practices –
a. The Coach can adjust plays per game (12 is goal) If coach deems a child is missing too many practices, or other disciplinary action, the coach can adjust the plays for that child.
b. in order to ensure fairness, it will be the coach’s responsibility is to take attendance at each practice. 
c. There will be a coaches only meeting to discuss these expectations (possibly in July)
5. Cursing –  1st offense is warning, 2nd time player sits out a series,  3rd time ejected
6. No Weight Limits
7. Each of the commissioners have the right to add Chairs and create committees and can delegate power and authority to them.   
K. New Business
1. Insurance form to be signed.
2. Start looking to form a single team from Southington for winter league in Middletown next season.
3. President from West Hartford emailed George to set up A squads to compete.  Not favorable idea for SVMFL based on desire to not travel.  Exploring idea of doing “championships” with West Hartford.
