TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer Michelle White (MW) provided the 2010 financial report.  The treasurer’s report was approved and accepted.  Motion: Bill Zesut; Second: Donna Marotto

MW mentioned that the town funds were received in the amount of $12,770.
VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT
Vice President Vinny Greco (VG) asked about when the start of next season would be in order to get Jen Hapanowicz booked for next season.  JS to provide this information at the next meeting.  JS also mentioned that the Jewel Classic may be moved to a different date than in the past to avoid conflicts in the schedule.  More information will be provided at a later time.

OLD BUSINESS UPDATES

New Website Update
JS reports:  The new website for the league is up and running.  Positive feedback received so far.  JS also mentioned that the website is easy to navigate through.  Plan is to use during Fall Ball to test functionality.

Fall Ball Update
JS reports:  Thirty (30) teams registered from 2010 Fall Ball season which starts this upcoming weekend with doubleheaders planned for Saturdays and Sundays.  It was reported that less teams in High School division registered this season compared to prior seasons.  There have been talks about the possibility of having tournaments during the fall in the future.  The 10u division was not added due to a lack of interest.     There will be staggered start times to help concession stand coverage.
Summer Clinic 
JS reports:  The annual summer clinic put on by USA Elite Training was held last month.   The event went well with positive feedback.

College Showcase
JS reports:  The college showcase put on by Jen Hapanowicz was held last weekend.  There were twenty five (25) teams that participated in the event this year.  JS thanked all that helped with the fields.  The High School Booster club was able to raise $1,700 during the event.  Jen Hapanowicz donated $4,000 towards the annual SGSL Scholarship.   JS also mentioned that there were many compliments on the park.  Jen Hapanowicz would like to use fields for showcase again next year.  She asked if the fields would be available to use September 10th and 11th.  Motion to accept the use of fields for the 2011 College Showcase:  Janet Zesut; Second:  John Zazzaro
Athena Tournament
Paul Macala commented on the Athena tournament held last month.  He stated that the tournament went well.  He also mentioned that upper restrooms were not cleaned up after last tournament.  Athena would like to use the fields again next year August 25th through August 28th.  Motion accepted and approved.
NEW BUSINESS

2011 Scholarships
