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CALL 9-1-1
· Dial 9-1-1 immediately using provided script below; do NOT hesitate, every minute counts! 
· When on the phone with 9-1-1 Speak SLOW and CLEAR  
· An AED is located at Triangle Road and with the Trainer at Amsterdam / ARIS
· DO NOT LEAVE the Injured player by themselves and secure area for emergency efforts
· ENSURE remaining players are properly supervised
· Medical release form should be pulled for pertinent allergy or medical information
· Designate one coach to ride with the child to the hospital
· Call parent if not on site
· Notify onsite director, head program director and fill out accident report
· Follow up with parent within 24hrs

Please come to the gravel parking lot just south of the school driveway and we will have someone there to meet you. 
DON’T HANG UP until dispatcher say’s its ok to do so!

AUTEN ROAD INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL COMPLEX:
