October 22, 2013

Ann Fleming opened the meeting at 6:45 PM.

President’s Report- Ann Fleming

The Bylaws have not been approved.  Some questions remain about USL Bylaws and how they apply to the state of Kentucky.  It was suggested that the matter be put off one more month and that the KLA try to find another lawyer to look them over.  Greg suggested we contact other commonwealth states and ask them about their by laws, such as Pennsylvania, Ohio, or Virginia.

USL policy asks the Chapter Board to complete an assessment on itself.  Only five members had completed the survey.

Finance- Chris Niblock
There are no grant requests as of yet.  They are due November 1st.
It was noted that it is difficult to find on the website and needs to be front page news.  Emails should also be sent to ADs who may be considering grants.

High School Boys- Andy Tarter
The schedules are out.  There needs to be some changes to the LOPs.  Dean made a motion "to make the following changes to the LOPs and coaches forms:

Add Kim Marek's name to the coaches forms, and the NFHS ethics list link on the letter or mention that it can be found in the back of the rule book. "

KLA needs to provide home schooled players a place to play as KSLL will not.

Andy mentioned that election to All Star Teams will be different this year.  Coaches will vote on all players, not just the ones in their regions.  The first game is scheduled for March 12, some coaches would like the season to start sooner.  Therefore, forms should be submitted by February 1st.  Coaches need to make sure all players are current members of USL before try outs begin.  

Wayne stated that the officials would prefer that a coach or assistant coach attend the Rules Interpretation meeting, NOT a team parent or representative.
