MYBSA Umpires ProgramRevised April 22, 2012

Mission Statement

Murray Calloway County Parks and Recreation and the Murray Youth Baseball & Softball Association (MYBSA) are committed to providing the MYBSA with a quality umpires program.  Our program focus is to recruit, train and schedule umpires to maximize game enjoyment and provide a quality learning environment for our players.  In the end, our program is all about the children that participate.  All MYBSA staff and volunteers will conduct themselves in a manner that always considers the children first and foremost.


League Umpires Policy Statement

· Must be league age 16 or older.
· Must have attended a MYBSA Umpire Training and Rules clinic in the past two years or have equivalent experience.  The Umpire Commissioner determines equivalence.
· While on park premises, league umpires scheduled to serve, must wear a league approved umpire uniform.  Umpires will, at all times, appear neat and well groomed.  No cutoff shorts or sandals.  Shirts will be tucked in with belted pants.  This policy applies before, during and after games served.
· League approved uniforms are:  1) Gray pants or khaki shorts, 2) Navy blue umpire shirts and 3) Plain navy blue cap with no logos. 
· Chest protestors, masks, shin guards and protective cup (for males) must be worn.  If needed, the MYBSA provides this equipment.  Also required are a short brush and indicators, which are not provided by the MYBSA.
· No jewelry shall be worn that can cause a reflection on the field
· No cell phone use during a game unless it is related to MYBSA activities (i.e. contact Park Ranger, time keeping or an emergency) 
· League umpires shall read and understand the In-House rules for all MYBSA leagues.  These documents are located online at www.playballmcc.com.  On the homepage, click on the link ‘MYBSA Rules”.
· Umpires are to arrive 20 minutes before game time.  Those umpires working the first game of the night should arrive early enough to distribute the scoreboard controllers.
· Will attend all umpires meetings conducted during the season.
· Will administer sportsmanship and other league programs as required by the Board of Directors.
· League umpires will be schedules by the UC based on personal availability, performance and experience.  Once an umpire is assigned and accepts a game, he/she is responsible for serving that game.  If unable to serve, the umpire is responsible for locating another League Umpire to serve in his/her place.
· Any umpire that fails to work a scheduled game without 1) finding a qualified replacement willing to serve and 2) notifying the UC prior to the scheduled game will be suspended from any further game assignments.  It will be up to the UC and the Board if and when any further games will be assigned.
· Umpire Crew Chief will assist Park Staff when weather related issues arise.
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
