LBA Scholarship Procedure

Register online and choose the “pay by check” option. Print the “online statement” and mail in with the following.

1) If you qualify for the school's “Free or Reduced Meal Program” send a copy of the acceptance letter from the school district showing your qualification to LBA Finance Director PO Box 517 Lakeville, MN  55044 and:

a) If you qualify for the “Free Meal Program” include a check for10% of the total                                                                               registration fee.

b) If you qualify for the “Reduced Meal Program” include a check for 30% of the total fee.

2) If you do not qualify for the “Free or Reduced Meal Plan” send a letter outlining the specific reasons for the request, i.e. loss of job, major illness/injury, etc.  LBA will review the request and may require additional documentation.  LBA may grant a scholarship, or may deny the application.

Note:  If you are registering for North or South Travel the cost of the uniforms is not included in the registration fee.  LBA will continue to subsidize the cost of uniforms using the same percentages as they are applied to the registration fees.  Once you have registered for North or South Travel, you will be contacted by the LBA Finance Director for the specifics on how the process proceeds.  The uniforms that were selected for both North and South Travel are intended to last multiple years.  The following will be the replacement schedule for the various uniform parts:
