January 10, 2010 @ 5:15 pm

1. 
Attendees - In the absence of a designated MAYLA GLAX Rep., MAYLA President Robin Buckley ran the meeting.  MAYLA Secretary Mary DiGiacomo took minutes.  Arrowhead, Brookfield, Kettle Moraine, Oconomowoc and Waukesha were represented.  Caitlyn O’Connell represented the Badger Lacrosse Umpires Board (BLUB).

2. 
Buckley announced that Gerald Nikolaus had been elected to fill in the MAYLA GLAX position recently vacated by JoAnn Bahr.

3. 
League Structure - Teams were poled regarding the team they planned to field in the 2010 Season.

Arrowhead plans to field two varsity and two JV teams.  Nikolaus agreed to follow up with AHS GLAX Officers for results of their recent canvas of last year’s players.


Brookfield plans to field one varsity and one JV team.

Kettle Moraine plans to field one varsity and one JV team, but is concerned about having too few players at this point to field a JV team.


Oconomowoc will field a JV team.


Waukesha will field a varsity team, but has concerns regarding having a field.


USM was not represented, but belief is they will field a varsity team.


Heritage Christian was not represented, but it is understood they will field a JV team.

Mukwonogo has too few players to field a team this year.  The players they do have may play for Waukesha or Kettle Moraine.

4. 
Seasonal Play - No change from last meeting, though the MAYLA Board will be asked about flexibility of play off dates leading up to June 12, WLF/State Title Game.

5. 
Schedule - A Draft 2010 Schedule was distributed for review and feedback by coaches, MAYLA officials, umpires and team reps.  The following possible adjustments were discussed:

A  
Game dates and starting times may be adjusted to fit the particular needs of either team.

A. 
The restriction of games to Monday, Wednesday or Friday may be lifted to facilitate the distribution of umpire workloads.  (See discussion of umpires below.)

B. 
The Draft Schedule had “loaded” the front end of the season with more games to create make up dates later in the season.  Seasoned schedulers suggested weather conditions early in the season may make a more balanced distribution of games might have been wiser.  No changes were imposed because the early season weather was balanced by potential conflicts with school activities later in the season.

6. 
Umpires - The following issues were discussed:

A. 
Team fees for umpires are still $65 per umpire for varsity games, $55 for JV games.

B. 
The current $50 fee to cover umpire travel expenses is too high.  To address this, the recruitment and utilization of local umpires would eliminate the need for a fee.  A lower, more realistic fee might be agreed upon.

C. 
The shortage of local umpires will be addressed by a greater recruiting effort by each organization.  Buckley suggested each organization identify two or three umpire candidates to attend umpire training.

D. 
A tentative date of February 21st was set for umpire training and certification.  Locatio is to be determined.

E. 
O’Connell will contact USL to determine the availability of a certified umpire trainer
