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PARTICIPATION POLICY

Dear Future Youth Football Participant and Parents:

Marshfield Area Youth Football, Inc. wishes to inform you of our policy regarding participation.  This policy is intended for all parties involved in MAYF, including players, cheerleaders, coaching staff and parents.  The following items explain the MAYF Participation Policy.

What is expected from the PLAYER:

· Each player must participate in at least four (4) non-contact, conditioning practices before they are eligible to wear full pads.
· Each player must MATERIALLY PARTICIPATE IN AT LEAST 50% OF THE PRACTICES during the week to be able to play in the game on Saturday.
What is expected of the COACH:
· Each coach shall make every effort to involve all the players on their team, no matter the skill level.

· Each player must start on either offense or defense.  Players starting on only one side of the ball must remain a part of the squad for a majority of that squads plays in the game.
What is expected of the PARENTS:

· Each parent shall make every effort to get her son/daughter to practice on time.  If there are circumstances that prevent him/her to make it to practice on time, the coach should be notified.

· Each parent shall contact one of the coaches when their son/daughter is not able to make practice.

ALL MEMBERS OF MAYF (Board Members, Players, Coaches, Volunteers and Parents) must be respectful, courteous and polite to all other members of MAYF and opponents parents, coaching staff, volunteers and players.
THE ABOVE RULES ARE PUT IN PLACE TO MAKE THIS ORGANIZATION AS FAIR AS POSSIBLE AND TO ENSURE WE HAVE QUALITY VOLUNTEERS.  THE FOLLOWING STEPS WILL BE TAKEN IF THESE RULES ARE BROKEN:

1st Offense – Written warning from the Board of Directors

2nd Offense – Parent, Coach and/or Player will be suspended for 1 game

3rd Offense – Parent, Coach and/or Player will be removed from MAYF for 1 year or more (dependent upon board decision)
