Candidates for Grade 8 Referee Entry Level Training must be 13 years old by June 30 in the year they register for training.
· Referee Entry Level Registration and Training for USSF Grade 8 Referee will be done “ON-LINE” – go to the CSRP web home page http://www.ctreferee.net – click on the flashing image REFEREE CLINICS it will direct you to the page for Referee Clinics and Training.
· Registration is a “One-time”, “3-step” process --- click on the link for “New” Referee Registration on the Referee Clinic page to begin:
· Step 1 – enter your First Name, Last Name, Middle Initial (if you have one) and Birth Date –  click on “Next Step” to proceed
· Step 2 – enter all requested information:  Address, E-Mail Address, Phone Number(s), Gender, Country of Birth, Country of Citizenship, Enter “CT” for State Affiliation for Connecticut – click on “Record” to proceed 
· Step 3 – review all your entered information for accuracy – click on “Update” to complete your registration record in the CSRP database
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Once you have completed your “One-time” Registration Process proceed to the CSRP home page http://www.ctreferee.net and select the “eReferee Login” from the left navigation box; login  with your “First Name”, Last Name” and “Date of Birth”. You will be brought to your “Account” page, select the “NO” link in the “Entry Level Process” table to continue.

	Be aware there is a session limit - after 30 minutes the system will log you out and will not save any questions you have answered.  If you can not complete and submit the Module Test for grading within a 30 minute timeframe be sure to scroll to the bottom of the Module Test page and select "Save this Version".  You may use "Save this Version" as many times as you need.  If you logoff after saving you will be able to login and return to the Module Test and continue answering questions.


· Next select the “NO” link for “Background Check” (age 18 and older), make a selection and continue with the process.

· Next select the “NO” link for “Course Ethics”, read the “Referee Ethics” document and continue with the process.
· Next select the “NO” link for “Payment” – In the middle of the screen you will see “CSRP Referee Events/Online Courses/Clinics You Would Like to Register for:” – select from the drop-down box  “Clinics/Courses” –  in the next drop-down box select “Grade Entry On-line Entry Level”.
· Next you must pay for the Entry Level Training course using either a credit card or a check; all information about the fee will be displayed as you proceed through the payment process. 

· If you pay by credit card and the payment is approved you will receive a confirmation. Please save/print the credit card payment confirmation. 

· If you pay by check, the CSRP Office will generate an e-mail confirmation after the check is received/entered. Please save/print the check payment confirmation.
· Continue to select the active “NO” links to proceed with the process till completed.

· Participants will download and complete four Entry Level Training Modules. The training modules will be available in different formats so you can download this important course material on your computer for study purposes and reference. The training module presentations cover all 17 FIFA/USSF Laws of the Game. After completing each training module, you will take an on-line module test. You must score a 75% or higher on each module test in order to gain access to the next training module. You will be able to “Save” your module test entries before submitting the test for grading. You may take the each module test as many times as necessary to achieve a satisfactory score.
· Downloading and Setup for Training Modules. You may choose how you participate in the course. You may choose “PowerPoint”, “Adobe PDF”, or “Articulate” presentations. Both the PowerPoint and Articulate are automated and interactive. The Adobe PDF document is not. The information contained in each format is the same. Here are the steps you should follow to properly download and setup your training modules:
	Step 1
	Create a directory on your computer called:

C:\Referee Training

Download the StudyAids.zip file to this location on your computer. Open the file and extract the contents to the above location. This file contains a copy of the Laws of the Game. The Guide to Procedures, and Advice to Referees in a searchable Adobe PDF format. These documents will serve as reference documents that can be searched while taking the clinic to augment the information provided n the course. There are also study aids and forms that can be filled out as you progress through the lessons to enhance your understanding and retention of keys points concerning the Laws of the Game. You will need to download this file once.

	Step 2
	Select a course format and download the appropriate module file. The course has been prepared in three formats to provide you with a choice of how to participate in the course. The content of each format is the same. How the content is presented to you differs from one format to another. Both the PowerPoint and Articulate formats are interactive with the Articulate format the most interactive of the two. The Adobe PDF format is a document. Here are your choices:
*.pps – PowerPoint show format Microsoft PowerPoint 1997-2003

*.ppsx – PowerPoint show format Microsoft PowerPoint 2007

*.pdf – Adobe PowerPoint Document

*.zip - Articulate – a dedicated html based electronic learning system

If you select the Adobe PDF or PowerPoint options, simply download the appropriate module file to the c:\Referee Training directory and extract the contents. Double click on the *.pps or *.ppsx file to begin the PowerPoint presentations. Double click on the *.pdf files to open the Adobe PDF presentation.

If you select the “Articulate” format you should create the following directories on your computer:

C:\Referee Training\Module 1

C:\Referee Training\Module 2

C:\Referee Training\Module 3

C:\Referee Training\Module 4

Download the module Articulate “zip” to the appropriate locate. Open and extract all the contents. Double click on the file “player.html” to begin the Articulate training session.


· After successful completion of Module Test # 4 you will register for a Field Training/Test Session.  The Field Training/Test Session will be a one-day event consisting of a three hour field training session, a one hour break, and a two hour testing session during which you will be administered the USSF Referee Certification Test. The certification test contains 100 multiple choice and true/false questions.

· After you attend the Field Training and Test session, pass the certification test with a grade of 75% or higher, the Entry Level Certification process will be complete and you will be certified as a Referee Grade 8, receive the current year Referee badge and the book “Laws of the Game”.

· If you do not achieve a satisfactory score on the USSF Referee Certification Test you will have one opportunity to retake the test. To re-take the USSF Referee Certification Test you will have to register for one of the remaining Field Training/Test sessions.
· After all Entry Level Training requirements have been completed you will be able to return to your “Entry Level Process – Detail Summary” page and at the bottom of the page there will be a link to print your Certificate of completing the Entry Level Referee Training course.

· You will need to bring a pen, pencil and paper for notes as well as a whistle and flags to the field training session.

· If you register and pay for Entry Level Training and decide not to complete any On-line Module Tests, you are entitled to a refund. You must e-mail the CSRP and advise that you will not be participating in Entry Level Training. Applicants whose payment is complete for Entry Level Training will receive a refund of $59.75
· If you complete one or more On-line Module Tests, but do not continue with the Entry Level Training, you must inform the CSRP Office and you will be only entitled to a refund of $20.00

· Any request for Refund must be received by the CSRP Office on or before April 30
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
