Indoor Practice Time
Kevin reported the following indoor practice time has been reserved:

Boys Juniors and Seniors:

The field will be split into 3 sections: Senior Blue, Junior Blue and both Gold teams.  Although attendance will be encouraged, it will not be mandatory to maintain a spot on the blue teams.
Tryouts for the Junior and Senior teams will be Tuesday Dec 8th (6:30 Pm – 7:30 PM), Friday Dec 11th (5:30 PM – 6:30 PM) and Tues Dec 15th (6:30 PM – 7:30 PM) all at North County in Danbury.

Boys Bantam and Lightning:

Girls 2nd and 3rd grade and older:

These prices are effective until Oct. 30th – after that registration fees will increase by $25 for all levels.  Those registered by Oct 10th will be eligible to participate in Fall Ball (see below).  In addition, each family will be required to buy 1 comedy night ticket ($60).  A refundable $25 jersey fee is required, if needed.
Flyers will be distributed in both Center and Huckleberry Schools and a blast email will be sent to membership informing everyone of the registration process.

Fall Ball
It was decided that the Club would do Fall Ball again this year for boys and girls Bantam and up.  Dates are as follows:
Boys at Cadigan from 2:00 PM – 4:00 PM:
Oct 24th, Nov 7th, Nov 14th and Nov 21st.

Girls at BHS from 9:00 AM – 11:00 AM:

Oct 25th, Nov 1st, Nov 8th and Nov 15th.

For insurance purposes, players must be registered by Oct 10th for next spring to be eligible for Fall Ball – no exceptions.

Fall Clinic
Boys and girls in grades K – 4 can sign up for the Clinic for a fee of $15.  Participants will receive a mini lacrosse stick and a tee shirt.  Pre-registration is required through the web site.  Clinic will be at Cadigan at 3:30 PM – 5:00 PM on the following Saturdays:
Sept 19th, Sept 26th, Oct 3rd and Oct 10th.

Instructors will be a combination of Brookfield LAX coaches and college and high school players.

Winter Indoor League
Tryouts for boys only will be Saturday Sept 19th at Cadigan from 9:00 AM – 11:00 AM.  Cost is paid by the parents and will be around $130 - $140 per player depending on turnout.  This is in Brewster and runs from Nov 7th through March 2010.  It is 8 on 8 with games only on Saturdays and Sundays.  It is open to all Junior and Senior boys but you must show up at tryouts.
Coaching Vacancies
Head coach needed for boys Junior and Senior Gold teams and girls Little Bantams.  In addition, several coaches are splitting time coaching different teams.  It was decided that we will hire 4 coaches – 2 for the boys and 2 for the girls.  They will cost $2k to $3k each and the money will come from the LAX days (see below).  Placement will depend on who we get.  It is anticipated they can “float” at practices and help out the other team on the field.
Tournaments

March 27th and 28th. It will be Seniors on Saturday and Juniors on Sunday.  Blue teams in the morning and Gold teams in the afternoon.

April 11th.  Both Seniors and Juniors will play.

Each team will play five 25 minute games and there will by playoffs.  Kevin will explore the format of how teams will advance.

Kevin wants a Tournament Planning Committee to be formed to make these tournaments a success.

The pavilion at Cadigan has already been reserved.  We need much more participation to make these days successful.  Maureen Maddox will coordinate the concession stand.
Miscellaneous
Many fundraising ideas were discussed.  The idea of a “Fun Day” had a lot of interest.  A dunk tank, bouncy and fastest shop contest were suggested.
Kevin wants to put a chain link fence at the end of the field to stop the balls from going into the woods.  Maureen Maddox will explore the cost and membership will install it.  
A field storage facility has been donated by Clancy Moving at Cadigan and our goals and backup nets are stored in it.  Getting another unit was discussed which could potentially be shared with football.
Purchasing an AUD unit was discussed.  The cost would be around $2,400.


The field is in pretty bad shape right now with a lot of dead grass in the middle field.  Football is practicing on it but not playing games on it.  Kevin wants to do some work in the fall so the grass will be stronger in the spring.  He needs volunteers to help.

The pavilion at Cadigan has been reserved for June 10th, 2010 for our end of season picnic.

Jim Eagan reported on available indoor time at Wisconier and Huckleberry Schools.  Wisconier is open on weekends and Huckleberry on Saturday from 3:00 PM – 5:00 PM.
Cost is $40 per hour.  It was suggested that we could use in the month of March for conditioning.  Kevin will email head coaches to access interest.
