I. Roll Call 
II. Review of Fall 2010 (Division Tees or $5 off per player during Spring Registration)
a. Division Winners: City FC Lady Cougars, The Feds, Red Hots, Nuisance, Old School and Psychedelic Furs 

III. Team Fees/Credits

a. Unpaid fees and credit notices were emailed to Team Reps in February

i. For fees paid in lump sum, it must be paid and cleared prior to registration opening.  If the check does not clear prior to then, the registration rate for your team will include the fee.  Once the treasurer confirms the check has cleared, the rate can be adjusted accordingly. Players that register under the current rate and erroneously pay part of the fine will not be reimbursed.

b. No Referee Penalty – $15/player or $300/team; Fee is applied if your team does not provide a certified player-referee to officiate a minimum of 5 games

c. Standard Forfeit Fee - $8/player or $160/team

d. Reduced Forfeit Fee - $4/player or $80/team – Requires 72 hours notice that they cannot field a team

e. Unplayed Game Credit - $3/player or $60/unplayed game due to opponent forfeit or excessive rainouts

VI. Equipment

a. Each team must provide one net, one net bag, stakes, velcro, one acceptable game ball, two cones and two corner flags no later than fifteen minutes after game time or field availability, whichever is later (forfeit required for missing or late equipment, grace period time is deducted from total game time)
b. How to Trade Equipment: 

i. The first teams to arrive must have the nets (w/velcro and stakes) and flags/cones set-up by game time

ii. When leaving a net on a goal, leave net bag with it (secure with stake if possible)

iii. Pass entire equipment bag to the next team

iv. If arriving team does not have equipment by scheduled kickoff time, departing team MAY take their equipment off the field (teams are not obligated to wait for equipment or let teams “borrow” equipment)
v. If you do “lend” your equipment, you do so at your own risk.  Please make arrangements to get your equipment back during the coming week before you leave the field

vi. The last teams of the day take down and leave with remaining nets, flags and cones

vii. If you do not take all of your required equipment with you when you leave the field and it results in lost or misplaced equipment, you are responsible for replacing it
viii. Exceptions: Nets are provided at Trinity and Woodrow Wilson; you only need to trade flags or cones

IX. Registration 

a. Teams must supply a roster containing at least a minimum of 11 players prior to 2 April 2011
b. New players must be registered and added to the appropriate team roster, with applicable fees paid in advance of playing in a game (registration is open throughout the season); any team that uses a player without registering her before game time will forfeit those games in which the player participated

c. Fees: 
i. Base: $100/person not including team fines or credits

ii. Dual Registration (open team and Masters division): Additional $50/person

iii. Substitute Player: $50/person (max. 2 subs/team)
iv. After 5 games: $50/person

X. Player Passes

a. Teams must present a valid player pass for each of their players, which will be checked by the referee prior to the game and must include the following: 
i. Spring 2011 sticker

ii. Color head shot, laminated and signed

iii. Players may sign with permanent marker after laminated

b. Beginning 2 April, Players must

i. Present a valid Players Pass; or 

ii. Present a dated registration receipt (within last two weeks) and a photo ID

iii. If a player does not have either of these, she cannot play – No exceptions

c. Player Passes will be mailed prior to the start of the season; following that date, player passes will be mailed weekly

XI. Insurance

a. Any woman participating in WAWSL games does so at her own risk

b. MDCVSA provides secondary medical insurance to uninsured and under-insured players, with a $400 deductible and a $10,000 maximum.  This insurance policy covers medical and dental expenses for injuries sustained during WAWSL games.  Any player who may be injured in a WAWSL game is eligible to file for assistance to help defray medical costs. XII. Jersey Rules

a. Teams must have jerseys matching in color with contrasting numbers on the back

b. Each player must have an individual jersey number
c. Players with the same jersey number as another teammate may not play; players without a number may not play

d. A team forfeits a game if it cannot field seven or more players with different jersey numbers

e. In the event two competing teams have similar jersey colors, the home team must change to a non-conflicting color (numbered jerseys are not required in this situation)

XIII. Team Referee Requirements

a. Player-Ref: Each team must provide a least one current certified Grade 8 referee who is validly registered on the team for at least five league matches each season; Failure to meet this requirement will result in fines

XIV. WAWSL Constitution & Bylaw Changes

a. Changes Require: Quorum of 50% of team representatives; Each team is entitled to one vote; Require 2/3 of member teams present to pass

b. Article II. Board of Directors. Section 1. 

i. Current Language: The Board of Directors (“Board”) shall consist of a Commissioner, Vice- Commissioner, Treasurer, Web Site Coordinator, Scheduler, Registrar, Field Coordinator, Referee Coordinator, New Player Coordinator(s), Social Coordinator, Recording Secretary, and one (1) representative from each Division (called “Division Directors”).
ii. Revised Language: The Board of Directors (“Board”) shall consist of a Commissioner, Vice- Commissioner, Treasurer, Web Site Coordinator, Scheduler, Registrar, Field Coordinator, Referee Coordinator, New Player Coordinator(s), Social Coordinator, Recording Secretary, MDCVSA Representative, Director at Large and one (1) representative from each Division (called “Division Directors”).
c. Article II. Board of Directions. Section 2. 
i. Current Language: The Board of Directors shall be elected in the following manner: 

1. (a) In order, the League Commissioner, Vice-Commissioner, Treasurer, Web Site Coordinator, Scheduler, Registrar, Field Coordinator, Referee Coordinator, New Player Coordinator(s), Social Coordinator, and Recording Secretary shall be elected. Each of these Directors will be elected to serve a one-year term at the first General Meeting of the spring season.
2. (b) Then, teams within each Division shall elect one (1) representative.  Each of these Division Directors will be elected to serve a one-season term. 
ii. Revised Language: The Board of Directors shall be elected in the following manner: 

1. (a) In order, the League Commissioner, Vice-Commissioner, Treasurer, Web Site Coordinator, Scheduler, Registrar, Field Coordinator, Referee Coordinator, New Player Coordinator(s), Social Coordinator, and Recording Secretary, MDCVSA Representative and Director at Large shall be elected. Each of these Directors will be elected to serve a one-year term at the first General Meeting of the spring season.

2. (b) Then, teams within each Division shall elect one (1) representative.  Each of these Division Directors will be elected to serve a one-season term.  

d. Article X. Divisions. Section 4.
i. Current Language: At the end of each season, the team holding first place in each Division will move up to the bottom position of the next highest Division; the team holding the last place in each Division will drop down to the first place position in the next lowest Division.  By a vote of sixty-six percent (66%) of the Board of Directors, this rule may be waived. 

ii. Revised Language: At the end of each season, the teams holding first and second place in each Division will move up to the bottom two positions of the next highest Division; the teams holding the second to last and last place in each Division will drop down to the first place and second position in the next lowest Division.  By a vote of sixty-six percent (66%) of the Board of Directors, this rule may be waived.
