I, _____________________________, the parent of _____________________________, a player participating with Connecticut Northern Lights Girls Hockey (NLGH), agree to the following:

1. That my daughter is committed to playing with NLGH for the 2010-2011 season. I understand that the NLGH program exists to enable my daughter to participate and play the game of Ice Hockey. I also understand that the NLGH is committed to helping her develop as a hockey player in a manner that emphasizes safety, sportsmanship and fun. 

2. That I understand the fee structure associated with her participation in NLGH as is defined in the NLGH fee payment schedule agreement to this agreement and fees will be due in full and not refundable for any reason. That I will make payments in accordance with the payment schedule as defined in Attachment A to this agreement. I also understand that I will not be released from my obligations to make these payments.

3. That players on NLGH teams will be required to practice and play home games primarily at the International Skating Center of Connecticut (ISCC) in Simsbury, however may also have home games or practices at other rinks in the greater Hartford, CT area as dictated by the need for home ice.

4. That players on NLGH teams will be required to play in away games and tournaments where significant travel may be required. I understand that tournaments often take place during Christmas break and spring break and I should verify the team’s tournament schedule prior to making vacation arrangements during those timeframes. An important goal of NLGH is to develop teamwork amongst teammates. That goal is difficult to accomplish when teams are forced to skate shorthanded, especially in a tournament situation. 

5. That I understand the Philosophy of the NLGH Playing Levels as defined in Attachment B and the effect that the Philosophy will have on the manner in which her team will be coached along with associated playing time possibilities. 

6. That I know that the Coaches and Officials of the NLGH are volunteers, not paid professionals. I know that these individuals are striving to provide the best possible program for my player and all players in the NLGH. I will try to support and not to undermine the Coach in the eyes of my player. 

7. That I understand that it is my responsibility to properly and safely equip my player, including protective equipment, a protective helmet and mouth guard. That I agree to abide to the best of my ability to the Zero Tolerance rule of the Connecticut Hockey Conference regarding behavior toward referees. I will try my utmost at all times to demonstrate a positive attitude toward the game, including its participants, coaches, and referees. 

8. That I understand that it is my responsibility to properly and safely equip my player, including protective equipment, a protective helmet and mouth guard. 

9. That as a nonprofit organization, I know the NLGH needs financial support and I recognize my responsibility to support fund-raising efforts to every reasonable extent and that fees will be assessed as defined in Attachment A fundraising goals are not attained. 

10. That I understand that children participate in organized sport for their own enjoyment, not just to win championships. I realize that both winning and losing teach children lessons that are important later in life.
