Dollar-for-Dollar Credit
Once again in the 2009 – 2010 season, fundraising will be an important component of making the finances of the CT Northern Lights work. Program 1 – CT Northern Lights Sponsor Website Advertisement 
Any business or organization would be a good candidate for sponsorship, from large corporations to local groups and practitioners. A company that has products and services oriented to girls or women would be ideal. Local businesses such as doctors, dentists, home services and retailers would also work well. Sponsors can also include family and friends of Northern Lights players. 

There will be five levels of sponsorship: Team, Gold, Silver, Bronze, Patron Sponsors.

In February we will conduct a raffle where each day a winner is selected for a cash prize. Tickets sell for $10 each and daily payouts range from $25 to $500. For each dollar of raffle tickets you sell, a dollar is credited to your fundraising requirement. 

Registration Rebate 
So how do my efforts help defray registration cost? All Sponsorships will be credited to your account dollar for dollar. So if you sell $500 dollars in Sponsorships your account will be credited for $500 dollars. The February Raffle is also dollar for dollar limited to the family fundraising requirement.
