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Girls that are in Grades 9-12 (ages 14 & up on 12/31/09) are placed in the Senior League
LEAGUE AGE DEFINED

League age is defined as a child’s age on 12/31/09
SKILL ASSESSMENT DATES
The main emphasis is placed on attaining competitive balance between teams.  In an effort to create that balance, players are required to participate in a Skills Assessment and must attend as follows:

(A-L) Tuesday, December 1 - 6:30 at Gideon Welles Gym 


(M-Z) Tuesday, December 1 - 7:15 at Gideon Welles Gym
Following the skill assessment, players will be drafted by Coaches and placed on teams based both on skill level and age/grade distribution.  It is not possible for the league to consider/honor all requests for team placement based on playing with friends, carpools etc.  

Each player will be contacted by the Coach of the team to which she has been assigned. 

THE SEASON

The regular season begins in early December and runs through early March.  Games are approximately 1-2 times per week.  Days and times vary week to week.  A 12 game schedule is planned followed by a playoff tournament.  The Girls Senior league plays most games at Smith school.

INCLEMENT WEATHER

In case of bad weather, call the Parks & Recreation activity recording at 652-7689.  Cancellations are made between 3:30-4:30 p.m. on weekdays and after 8:00 a.m. on weekends.  If GBA activity is cancelled it will be announced.  

ALL PLAYERS PLAY

League games consist of two 18 minute halves.  Substitutions are mad at the 4:30, 9:00, 13:30 minute marks.  No player is to play more than 1/8th of a game more than any other player.  No player shall sit for any consecutive 1/8th.  Except for injury, no player shall be removed from a game during a 1/8th period.

LET’S HAVE A POSITIVE EXPERIENCE!

SPORTSMANSHIP is a major responsibility of each Coach, Parent and player in the GBA.  It is the essence of the program both on the court and in the stands.  Positive cheering is encouraged.  NEGATIVE CHEERING IS OUT OF PLACE.

Each player makes a commitment to the team when they sign up.  Please make sure you are at both games and practices!

USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES

It is the responsibility of the GBA Board of Directors, Coaches, Facility Supervisors and School Custodians to ensure that use of school buildings complies with the policies and general operating procedures of the Board of Education.  The GBA is responsible for the conduct of all participants and/or guests associated with our activity.

PLEASE REVIEW THE FOLLOWING WITH YOUR CHILD:

Food and Drinks are not permitted in school gyms!

Smoking is prohibited in school buildings and on school grounds

Alcoholic beverages are prohibited in school buildings and on school grounds

Bouncing basketballs is not permitted in the hallways outside   school gyms

Vandalism or mistreatment of equipment or facilities is strictly    prohibited and will not be tolerated

PLEASE ADHERE TO THE FOLLOWING:

GBA players are not allowed in the gym until their Coach is present.  Gyms are not available prior to the designated starting time and players should not be arriving earlier!

To help minimize the amount of dirt, snow etc. tracked into the gym, have your child change from street shoes into their game sneakers before entering.  

Please supervise your children.  Climbing and playing on equipment in the gyms is not allowed.
