Review and acceptance of December 14, 2009 Minutes

Treasurers Report:

· The treasurer’s report was handed out and reviewed.

· Waiting to expense the new fryer and snack room floor

· It was motioned and agreed to accept the treasurers’ report. 

Committee Reports:

Snack Stand / John Meyer

· $1,111.96 is the final price for the fryer from the restaurant store in Allentown.. 

· There is a commercial sink for sale at Moose for $300, we could use in the snack stand and would be larger than what is currently used.

· John requested additional snack stand committee members he lost a few members. The responsibilities are very simple, they need to open and close and help the parent start their shift.

· Clayton thinks we should just “patch” the floor for this year.

Registration & Web-Site guru / Gary Overholtzer

· We are currently at 330 registrations. 

· The registration flyers were handed out. Some schools cooperated and the flyers were distributed directly into the class rooms, while other schools just made an announcement that flyers were available at the office. 

Pictures / Fundraising Andy Vivian 

· The photographer has been notified and is ready.

· TGI Fridays is a new sponsor. They are going to sponsor a team and billboard.

·  The league got $32 dollars through internet sales by posting the Corbi’s link on our web-site.

· Andy discussed a fund raising incentive of (2) tickets for an Iron pigs baseball game if a child sells 25 kits. The league would profit roughly $125. Andy also approached Corby’s to see if they would co-op some of this cost for this. 

Fields and Buildings / Kerry Anderson, Clayton Molnar


· The batting cage still too wet and frozen for framing. It is a weather related project.

· Still need to get the final coat of paint inside the shed in Milford.

· Field dirt to be delivered at Milford-Clayton to set it up.

Umpires / Kerry Andersen, Steve Delisle

· There will be an umpire clinic on (1-3PM) March 20th. Steve requested the contact name from the guy who did it last year.

Equipment / Pete Tobash, Dave Weinstein, Claude Barnes

· Claude is working on getting parts to repair the catchers’ masks. He has gone through all the equipment and much of it is need of repair.

· He also mentioned that the equipment is not being cleaned by the coaches at the end of the season and keys for the lockers are not returned. Replacement keys cost the league $300 a year Claude suggested a sign in / sign out sheet for the coaches and possible security deposit. 

· The Colt division doesn’t have a storage area.

· The equipment budget came in about $3,000 less than last year.

· Eric wants Claude and Pete to negotiate the best price from the vendors for equipment purchases. 

Player Development / Jim Kusters:

· Jim has almost all player evaluations, missing a few from the Pony division. 

· Jim had a request more base stealing at the Pony level this year. He proposed stealing of third base. The board thought it was a good idea and asked to revise the rules.  

· Pitchers clinic is tentatively scheduled for March 21st 

· Reminder: coaches clinic will be Feb.20th at Milford Middle School cafeteria

Coordinators- Steve Delisle

· Steve is waiting on a few evaluations. 

· Volunteers are needed to help run the Major try outs set for Saturday February 6 and 13. At least (6) are needed and some catchers. 

· Steve got a call from St. Lukes hospital; they have set up a safety clinic to teach child safety relating to youth sports including baseball.

· The league discussed which size field do the 11U's play during tournament? Other communities have their 11U's play at the (50/70). The board thought it would be a good idea to have them play the longer field (50/70).

· Clayton had mentioned that the games should start no sooner than Thursday. There is much preparation to be done before the games and trying to get snack stand coverage sometimes overworks the volunteers.

· There will be a meeting February 15 (before the board meeting) to discuss fund raising activities and calendar of events for the 12U tournament team going to Cooperstown.

· There is a comedy show fundraiser at McCooles Arts and Events set for Saturday, February 13th. to benefit the 12U Cooperstown Travel Team. A flyer and e-mail will go out to the league. 

New Business:

Eric mentioned that he has gotten requests by parents with 4 year old children asking to play t-ball. The board thought that they are just not old enough. 

Rich Baine had mentioned he knows of a ball field in Trumbauersville Municipal Park behind the Christ UCC Church on Main Street. Currently the field is maintained as a “pick-up” ball field; there are no base lines or infield cutout. There is parking and electric in the pavilion that could be extended to the backstop. The contact person is Larry Smock, Borough secretary (215) 536-1761. The field has a slight pitch down from right to left (when standing at home plate). The back stop needs repair, but is functioning. Clayton mentioned, it is much easier and cost effective to repair and modify a field such as this then to build one from scratch. Clayton thought it could be a potential Colt field.
